so-called uneducated? Do the uneducated
spend their time in a similar way, constantly
being concerned with those who have been
educated? It is interesting how many times
the people who discuss so extensively the
issues of others, may not actually find
themselves in the same situation themselves.
Indeed, there seems to be a never ending link

between those that have and those that don'’t.

Those educated and those that aren't or have
yet to be. The concern may have two sides. On
the one side, some might see the uneducated
as an opportunity. Such as creating and
pushing new educational products for
monetary benefit. On the other side, others
work tirelessly to extend the scope and
boundaries of non-profit, unpaid education.
Essentially making education free for all. The
later group run contrary to evolutionary
theory. Why?

Evolutional ideology is anchored in the
survival of the fittest, destruction and
domination of the weak. From this
perspective, benefitting financially or
otherwise from the plight facing the
uneducated seems acceptable. After all, the
mentally strong empowered by education
according to natural selection should and
invariable will dominate the weaker
uneducated masses. On the contrary, what
does the purely altruistic efforts of those
promoting free education for all, regardless of
age, ethnicity, gender, or race embody? Simply
put, why are some people willing to give free
of charge educational opportunities to others
who are perceived to be in need? Think about
it, to do so runs completely contrary to the
essence of survival of the fittest. Theoretically,
instead of controlling the weak, providing free
education empowers them. It is entirely

possible, the so-called weak via education
could become very powerful, more powerful
perhaps than even the person who originally
educated them! In the end, the person who
freely educated the needy could possibly
become the slave or subservient to the very
one(s) they taught! Despite this perceived risk,
some are willing to give of their time,
educating free of charge, essentially
empowering others.

There is a huge educational gap, much
like the economical one. However, agreeing
on what connotes a good education can
cause much disputing. Some say education
should be free, a basic right of every human.
Others may argue the world dictates an
economic element be added, or else
education will suffer. To solve the education
epidemic, isn't a universal standard needed?
First, what is taught needs standardized.
Second, how much education costs must be
clarified. The fact that the education epidemic
is global is obvious from Dr. Karboul's
comments quoted at the outset. Therefore,
what is really needed is a global solution. After
all, a global problem needs a global resolution
or else face what another educator once said
long ago, ‘a kingdom divided against itself will
come to ruin/The educational kingdom is
facing the same threat. For one, as Dr. Karboul
highlights, it needs to expand and rapidly, or
risk losing hundreds of millions of humans to
un-education. An educational standard is
desperately needed. Only if the equality,
nature, and scope of education keeps pace
with the rate of expansion of the human
family will the world society as a whole stand a
chance of survival.

Some of the most sensitive topics which
all humans need to be educated on are
history, morality, politics, religion, sovereignty
and sexuality. Standardizing education
globally would require the admission of a
single collect truth for the entire earth. Instead
of each country promoting the culture and

philosophy beneficial to its political agenda,
the world community would have to accept
one story. Based on the current state of affairs
such a concept might seem downright
impossible. Still, for education to truly
streamline and promote universal justice and
peace for all, it actually is the only option.
Education is extremely powerful. Each political
power controls it and uses it to disseminate
propaganda. This is why, where one is
educated becomes such a big deal.
Depending on location and the curriculum
approved and available locally, a human could
come to have an entirely different outlook on
life.

Educational Variations

Due to large and significant educational
variations, expats coming to China with
children may choose to have them enrolled
into one of the International Schools. In Tianjin,
those are several of such. Another choice
more recently emerging are Chinese schools
that are providing international curriculums for
local students that intend to continue
secondary education (i.e. college) abroad.
There are definite innate differences between
education in China and abroad that fosters this
demand. It can not be denied, there is a huge
premium associated with an education that is
recognized as international vs. domestic.
Tuition at a purely international school, that is
one owned and operated by a foreign entity,
can be higher. Cost is a major reason why
some choose locally controlled schools.
Another big reason is the curriculum. True

international schools likely synchronize
curriculums with international standards, or at
aminimum consider such when formulating
their own educational programs. Whereas
local schools focus on intra-China ideology,
which is why parents need to consider
beyond a basic education and on into the
adult years when choosing a school. Students
planning to attend college or trade school
domestically, may see little benefit to forking
over huge sums of money to an international
school for grades 1-12. After all, what is taught
at international schools usually sets a student
up for study outside of China in later years.
Education in China is an integral part of
the culture. Local education is centered on
Confucianism, which defines education as a
strong sense of respect, not only for teachers
but all of one’s elders. Parental power rules
supreme in Chinese culture. This can be
observed in many domains. For example, the
Tomb Sweeping Festival fosters ancestor
worship. During the festival, locals around
town can be seen offering sacrifices to
deceased parents, grandparents, etc. A little
earlier in the year is Spring Festival. Not only to
families gather for a feast, but it is custom for
younger family members to kowtow (fizik
kétodu), a very public act of acknowledgement
of the higher position of older family
members. The student-teacher relationship
has many of the same elements. From
reverential awe, bowing down, and even
idolization, students are taught to revere
teachers. In nearly every area and at all times,
the learner will verbally address the instructor

- el
In a classroom in college
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with a title, such as: 2 i (IGoshi), <2
(déoshi), or Jifif# (shifu). Popular Chinese
television shows where contestants compete
under the guidance and direction of a“coach,’
these instructors are constantly being called
by the terms just mentioned. The same type of
program in the west however, would have the
learners simply call those instructing by their
name without the burden or formality of
constantly adding a title. This dramatic
difference in the relationship between student
and teacher, including how they are
addressed, is just one educational variation
between domestic and international
education. When discussing the
teacher-student-parent relationship, with an
American teacher who has taught both in
China and America, he expressed feeling more
respected in China by both student and
parent as the educational and social culture
dictates this. In America, he felt like he was
considered more of a peer or equal of
students. Parents and students in the States
don't worship or cower before him just
because he is a teacher.

This may seem like a subtle educational
variation, but actually permeates every area of
life. Children growing up with reverence for
the position of teacher may find life in China or

other Asian countries more comfortable as an
adult. They have been trained from infancy
with very clear class distinctions. This type of
education sets them up for a version of
success within China, as relationships between
boss and employee are quite similar. In fact,
the lines between teacher and leader get
blurry in Chinese culture. It wouldn't be out of
the question in some circumstances for an
employee to refer to their supervisor as a
“teacher”in Chinese. Yet, when would this ever
happen in an international firm? Suffice it to
say, it would be far less likely.

Based on the observations of Anthony
Smales (Jesieforeignteacher),‘another variation
is the Chinese educational system leans
towards rote-memorization with an emphasis
on accuracy and form. Chinese children are
immersed in a culture of learning that puts
strong emphasis on memory, imitation, and
repetitive practice. In the early years the
importance of discipline and the significance
of giving children necessary knowledge is
stressed. As such, the Chinese student is
acculturated to be strongly field-independent
and is typically under-exposed to the higher
levels of Bloom's taxonomy, as compared to
western students of the same age. Problems
are therefore frequently encountered

regarding appreciation and application of
critical thinking skills, as the local culture of
learning tends to promote mechanical
learning and a lack of individualism and
creative thinking! A possible manifestation of
this penchant for robotic rote learning can be
found in the Chinese'well known ability to
master what layman may consider to be the
more complex and dry subjects of
mathematics, physics and chemistry.
Therefore, the learning strategies employed
domestically throughout China are not entirely
without results.

The role “face” plays in Chinese education
is also a variation. The concept of face which
JIN discusses often, comes into play yet again
when it comes to education. This important
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Senior students who are preparing for Gao Kao



aspect of Chinese culture means students in a
classroom tend to be cautious about asking
questions in front of their peers and teachers
for fear of embarrassment. They perhaps prefer
being more of a conformist and going with
the flow. Expats who have taught in China
may be rather dumbfounded by how hard it
can be to get a classroom full of Chinese
students to warm-up and participate freely.
The fear of losing face because of saying or
doing something wrong is overwhelming.
Despite constant encouragement and
reassurance from a foreign teacher, Chinese
students may simply want to sit silently and
listen to the teacher lecture endlessly. After all,
this rather customary in domestic Chinese
classes.

[tis said China invented bureaucracy and
that is no exaggeration. In a post by 7aki
(WeChat ID jkchiaki311), it is stated [Chinal is a
credential society. Whether applying for a job
or trying to enter a university or college, you
need to have the proper or appropriate
credentials. The name “Gao Kao' (7% gaokdo)
literally means “High Exam”and is the “National
Higher Education Entrance Exam”In excess of
ten million high school graduates write this
grueling 9-hour test throughout China held
once a year during June 6-9.

Jack, who is now studying engineering in
Canada commented on the difference with
education in Canada and China. He started by
quoting a famous Chinese saying: —2 FE£¢
B (yikdto ding zhdngshén), which means:
“The Gao Kao will decide all your life!’He feels
the Gao Kao is the baton that conducts the
education orchestra in China. This makes clear
the pressure that is put on students, parents
and teachers alike. For young students
entering lower grades of school, their
thoughts are already centered on the Gao Kao.
Jack's family moved 5 times just so he could
be close to certain schools in preparation for
the Gao Kao. An expat visited a remote school
in Jiamusi (FEARIT jiamust) within the
Heilongjiang province several years ago. There
they saw a huge 10 foot sign in the school’s
outdoor football field with the number 57
displayed. The principal was asked what was
the significance of this number. He replied,
that was how many days until the Gao Kao.

The pressure related to Gao Kao is also
heavy for parents and teachers. With only one
child in many families, parents tend to feel
they have only one chance to improve the
families lot in live by means of that child's
education. Teachers are in this pressure cooker

too because they are judged by how many of
their students receive high test scores and
enter top universities. So during those couple
days in June, you will find that testing
locations are in a frenzy, no noise is allowed,
and hotels nearby will be booked by parents
to reduce their child’s commute time. One
story has been circulated that when a mother
was killed in an accident, the news was
withheld for 12 days so it would not affect the
student during test time. It could be argued,
the national infatuation with Gao Kao in China
far exceeds anything that goes on overseas
with the SAT's. This countrywide exponential
pressure resulting from a population
exceeding one billion focusing on one test is a
variation unique to China.

Conformity and Results

In the past, a university or college degree
may have seemed necessary to get some
certain job. Today, in a much more
competitive environment, an undergraduate
degree alone might no longer seem sufficient.
The new worker must have additional
requirements such as work experience,
research results, graduate studies, specific
references or all of the above. With a greater
number of students graduating college, it
appears a simple degree is not sufficient. Why?
Students are rushed through the system in
cookie cutter fashion. Most students and
schools are ranked based on scores or grade
point averages as the sole measurement of

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success. There is little time or effort being
spent on individual learning but rather most of
the effort is on group teaching. This is true all
over the world.

In a recent TED series of Education Talks,
many of the problems with education were
raised, such as schools have resorted to simply
disseminating information rather than helping
students to actually learn. Salman "Sal" Khan is
the founder and chief executive officer of
Khan Academy, a not-for-profit with a mission
of providing a free, world-class education for
anyone, anywhere. He states that the present
education system leaves students behind if
they do not grasp basic concepts and many
students finish school without a complete
foundation of learning. This is especially
detrimental in the age of informatics and
technology. He also claims that only 5% of
individual face-to-face teacher/student time is
now being realized in schools.

Another educationalist, Geoffrey Canada,
criticizes school systems throughout the world
for using the same tests every year to
determine effectiveness with results that are
published only after the student has finished.
It's too late to make any affective corrections
to the system and the system perpetuates the
problem. In this world of change, what is valid
today may not be tomorrow, so any changes
to be implemented must be done quickly
before the game has changed. He stated that
some of these changes may be expensive,
costing up to 5 Billion USD (for the United
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States) but says this is a pittance when
compared to the defense budget which is in
the trillions, and Education is the future of
America.

Needed Change

Education is not a mechanized system
that can be changed by implementing simple
remedies. Education is a human system, and
humans are complex. In a complex
environment which becomes more complex
as we advance. When one deals with children,
this becomes a very sensitive topic and people
are scared to make a mistake. However, what
worked 10, 20 or 50 years ago probably
doesn't work now. It is so easy to say, “Well that
was what we did in my school when [ was
young and it should work fine now too!This is
probably the easy way out, but it is very
dangerous and non-progressive thinking. Can
you imagine if the banking system used this
paradigm, we would still be stuck with
“banking hours!Banks used to be only open
during very limited hours from Monday to
Friday. It seemed that only people not working
were actually available during those times.
Perhaps since they weren't working, they
didn't even have much money, nor a need to

go to the bank. In time some banks decided
that they might open late, or even open on
weekends. Finally, why not have online
banking available 24 hours a day? Ironically,
after all these changes, when was the last time
you actually had to go visit a bank?

In an attempt to change the rules of the
educational game so to speak, according to
7aki and David (an expat currently managing
educational relationships between Canada
and China), some top universities are trying a
new method to choose students besides a
unified examination system. In accordance
with university regulations, those colleges
appoint their own staff and are responsible for
selecting students by a specific exam or
interview before the National College
Entrance Examination. This may be a chance
for a great reform of the Chinese education
system but there is still a long way to go just as
there are similar needs for reform in other
countries, no system is perfect but needs to be
responsive to the changing world.

Conclusion

Another famous Chinese saying is:“No
matter how poor you are, never spare money
on education! Most countries make education

a priority but money is not the only issue.
There needs to be a big change to the present
educational system to accommodate a new
age of students and environment. Just being
able to gain high marks on a uniform test is
not enough. Steps must be taken to achieve
better learning skills. Some schools are
adopting new ideas. Progressive schools
emphasize co-op programs, that provide
students with actual work experience in
companies. A student studying engineering or
business will be placed in a company’s work
force for a short period of time. That time
would count towards completion of a degree.
The company benefits, because they get to
assess if the student would be a good fit and
can even treat this as a recruitment program.
After the student graduates, the company can
consider offering them a full time position,
gaining a“new worker”who is actually familiar
with the company and can start work
immediately. This could create a new standard
when it comes to a truly qualified candidate.
Another educational trend is a
Combined Degree. The most common is a
combination of Engineering and Business
degrees, but there are also many students that
choose Science and Art degrees (e.g. Music or



Drama). This may seem strange but remember
that education is meant to be a learning
experience, so why not enjoy at least part of
what is being studied? The point is, try
something innovative and avoid getting stuck
in past norms. If new ideas are not tried, we
would be still using the Palm Pilot, eight tracks,
CD's and cassettes instead of fully digitalized
audio tracks. Amazing that those “new”
innovations at the time only lasted themselves
for such a short period.

Education like the rest of the world is
changing. It is a global epidemic with serious
implications. The availability of education is
real concern for those with limited economic
means and lower social status. The type of
education available including what is taught,
and how it is taught are also real issues. Some
topics are so sensitive that a school many
choose to avoid the subject all together or
share only part of the story. The relationship
between student and teacher is quite
different from one country to the next. A child
who becomes acclimated to a certain type of
culture during school years could struggle to
adapt to an entirely different norm, such as
when going abroad. One Tianjin family
arranged for their daughter to study in
Australia only to return home after graduating.
Why? She simply couldn’t successfully
integrate into the local lifestyle sufficiently so
as to facilitate her staying long term. To have
spent so much time, money and effort simply
to end up back in Tianjin, could easily seem
like a waste. Yet, this story is hardly unique.
Education could be so simple consisting of
one global truth being taught throughout the
earth. The framework for such a reality is
already in place. Based on the current
education epidemic, the time for change is
NOW.

The nature of that name
says it all. It is a limited, not zero liability
company. A bit like stainless steel means less
staining and not zero staining. The point? To
do business, is to accept liability. It is a sobering
reality that shouldn’t be overlooked by anyone
calculating the costs of incorporation,
particularly in China.

Currently, there is a huge push for
entrepreneurship in China. Alibaba, Ctrip, DiDi,
and Meituan are but a few examples of
successful Chinese startups. In fact, the current
Chinese market may be an opportunity
perhaps like never before. As discussed in the
Culture column, free commerce exists far more
than in the past where nearly everything was
government owned and operated. While all
industries are not deregulated yet, there is still
considerable room for movement among
those that are.

liability. Those hailing from western countries,
such as the United States are no novices when
it comes to legal liability. Simply look at any top
TV.station in the U.S. and it becomes obvious
how much the law affects all areas of life.
Entrepreneurs in the west may almost
instinctively ask not how much money an
opportunity could make, but how much legal
liability it will carry. After all, sooner or later it is
likely one will be in some sort of legal litigation.
This isn't necessarily because they intentionally
broke the law either.

Lurking Liability

A rather simple but sobering example,
goes something like this. A small business
owner in the States needed to setup a
corporate website. In itself, this may have
seemed quite benign. Time told a different
story. The founders were shocked when
notified they were unknowingly guilty of
copyright infringement. Apparently, during the
process of creating the website a copyrighted
photograph was used. Though reports seem
to indicate the photo had been provided by a
third-party web development company used
to create the site. Using sophisticated
technology the photograph was found and
flagged as a copyright violation all

unbeknownst to the entrepreneur until that
fateful day of notification. The short story is,
they had to immediately cease and desist
using the photo and pay a settlement, or face
further legal trouble.

In this case, theoretically they could have
and maybe some will say should have gone
after the third-party provider, that is the
web-developer. After all they were the one
who provided the photo. Yet, the business
owner himself was fined since the website was
owned and operated by them. Thus they had
little choice but to pay the fine or litigate,
which of course would be cost prohibitive.
After settling that legal issue, they faced
another decision, namely whether or not to

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legally pursue the web-developer that
provided a copyrighted photo with zero
disclaimer or warning of repercussions. Sadly,
as in many cases, neither fighting the
company who claimed the copyright
infringement, nor pursuing the web-developer
for reimbursement would prove time or cost
effective. Pretty much the only option was to
pay the fine and move on.

That's the point though, legal liability is
everywhere for business owners. Running a
business is like trying to safely navigate a
minefield blindfolded. It can be extremely
frustrating. A little closer to home here in
China, look at the legal trouble DiDi has gone
through. First they had to cut through the
red-tape of legislature so as to even exist
legally in any form. Now comes the legal
trouble with Meituan and other competitors
over exactly how much a fare can be
advertised and offered for. DiDi has been
driving on a very rocky road from the
beginning and it doesn't look to be getting
any smoother in the near future. Even Uber has
faced and continues to face incredible legal
issues over their business practices in the
States. The latest round of liability got so sticky
it found the very founder of the company itself,
Travis Kalanick resigning from his active role of
running the company. Travis is hardly the first
and no way the last entrepreneur to run
aground and lose control over their proverbial
baby. Good old Steve Jobs got ousted from
the company he started too only later to
return. Who knows if ever similar things will
happen with Kalanick. The truth be told,
business brings liability.

The goal becomes clear, limit liability. The
big question is, how? More than ever before

Wiz

investors in China need to be asking
themselves that question. As America has
become famous for high-profile corporate
legal batters, so-too, perhaps in time China will
as well. Is that the next big hit T.V. series to
emerge in the mainland? As many things get
reproduced and replayed in China only with a
very distinct Chinese flavor, legal liability is
definitively something to key an eye on. Be it
real life cases or how they will get reenacted
on the big-screen, liability quite possibly could
become one of the biggest topics of
discussion amongst the entrepreneur
community within China.

Entrepreneurs are known for big ideas,
game changers, or as some say disruption.
Disruptive behavior on traditional business
usually brings with it liability. Founding what
essentially amounts to an LLC in China is
nothing more than a shell, and rather thin,
easily cracked shell at that. As corporate law
continues to mature, the extent that founders
will be held accountable for the firms they
found is something that continues to be a
rather ominous, open-ended question. Some
expats choose to limit liability by partnering up
with a local. Be it allowing the local Chinese
citizen to file the incorporation paperwork or
simply sharing the liability via a cooperative
structure. Regardless, everyone involved is
liable at some level.

Conclusion

The exact legal liability of doing business
in China remains an X factor since “free
commerce”is still a relatively new concept in
the country. President Xi Jinping at the 2018
Boao Forum for Asia stated: " [ TR K1)
AR R TFBK” (zhonggud kaifang

de damén buhui guanbi zh 1 huiyué kai yue
da), which translates to:"The large door of
China will not close, it will only open wider!As
that"large door” opens wider, so with it comes
additional opportunity and liability. It is as the
proverbial saying goes a two-edged sword for
allinvolved. Be it not registering with the
police after arrival, working without a proper
permit, or not legally reporting taxes, now isn't
the time to roll the dice legally in China. As
China becomes more interlinked with the
world, it stands to reason the law will become
increasingly more important. So too the
consequences for breaking it will become
clearer and less negotiable. Unfortunately,
some expats may see China as an opportunity
to take risks they wouldn't back home. For
expats reading this article, take the following
words to heart. Carefully consider the legal
ramifications of being in China and take
appropriate action to limit liability.

hat's in a uniform? First, it

unifies. Instead of a

smorgasbord of apparel

causing the eye to notice

the individual, requiring
students to wear school uniforms unites
the many into one visually identifiable
body. Second, it standardizes. A
standardized dress code such as a
uniform ensures extremes are avoided.
Instead of risking a student showing up to
class in something outlandish, uniforms
put those in power at ease knowing in
advance what everyone will be wearing.
Third, it simplifies. Students and parents
alike need not over think or over spend
when it comes to school attire. All
involved are quite clear on appropriate
attire. The process of picking out and
deciding on what to wear each day
becomes super simple.

Despite a few of the obvious
benefits, uniforms aren't without a few
setbacks. First, they can be a bit drab.
Wearing virtually the same thing everyday
isn't exciting. Especially for children who
love to explore and discover different
things, as time progresses wearing an old
uniform day after day can seem a bit

boring. Second, they usually aren’t
flattering. Students’bodies come in all
shapes and sizes. It seems uniforms can't
quite keep up. From too tight to too
loose, school uniforms appear to have a
sizing issue which leaves students looking
anything but their best. As guys and girls
grow up, they become increasingly
sensitive to the way they look. Uniforms
leave little room for personal preference.
No matter how nasty a color may look or
how formless those stretchy pants make a
student seem, there is no choice but to
wear the school uniform day after day. In
extreme cases, wearing uniforms which
aren't suited to the unique size and
complexion of each student could be the
spark that ignites an inferno of
self-esteem problems. Third, they don't
quite keep up with the times. Most
uniforms look outdated. While constantly
keeping up with the latest and greatest
fad is hardly necessary, wearing a uniform
that might have been stylish a few
decades ago does nothing to boost
student morale. Outdated uniforms also
detract from the overall image of the
school. Seeing an entire student body in a
uniform from yesteryears might leave

some questioning how relevant the rest of
the school’s policies are to the modern
world. Education is a highly competitive,
dog-eat-dog industry these days. Chinese
parents and grandparents are ready to
sacrifice life and limb to get their child
into a top school which allegedly assures
future success. Schools get scrutinized for
what they have to offer in terms of return
on investment. As petty as it may seem,
outdated uniforms may indicate an
educational institution is struggling to
stay in touch with reality.

Public Opinion

Michael Pilgrim, a Canadian educator
who has traveled the world teaching,
offered the following comments about
uniforms.“l spent 22 years at school
without wearing a uniform. As an
international teacher, I have taught in
countries where uniforms were standard
apparel, and upon further investigation, it
seems the motive behind a 'uniform
policy' is to eliminate class
distinction-whether rich or poor-there
should be no discrimination! The
understanding was that rich kids would
come to school wearing very expensive

clothing, while their poorer classmates
would look shabby in their
hand-me-downs and feel inferior, so to
eliminate embarrassment, a 'uniform
policy' was implemented. However my
experience teaching in countries where
uniforms were required, was that you
could ultimately identify students, simply
based on the condition of their uniforms.
Students from supportive families were
always well-kempt, while many of the
poorer students came to school
disheveled. So to this point, it seems that
ultimately; whether you wear a uniform or
not; your standing in society becomes
obvious!”

Rose a 44 year old housewife, who
grew up in a rural school and now living in
the city for the past 20 years, “feels that
school uniforms are good especially from
a security aspect. Once the students are
dressed alike, it is much easier to identify
them. Drivers of vehicles will pay great
attention to a group of students dressed
in uniforms rather than plain street
clothes. Within the school, uniforms are
slightly different for the [juniors] and
seniors, this helps with identifying the
different grades and organizing events.
Also, if all students wear the same
uniforms, you will be able to easily notice
if an unwelcome [outsider] has entered
the school premises.”

Lisa is a 36 year old from Harbin and
owns a Public Relations firm.“She thinks
that having a common school uniform
helps students maintain the same
standard of class. No matter how rich or
poor the student’s family or level of social
status, this disappears with the common
uniform. The identical clothing will help
establish a sense of team work and spirit
towards a common goal and family.
Students will have a greater feeling of
sameness and belonging”

David who is closely involved with
education felt:"Administratively, the
implementation of uniforms will help the
school administrators to control students.
No need to implement dress codes and
everything will be straight forward.
Whereas in the West, teachers need to
worry about the length of girls skirts, what
types of slogans are allowed or restricted
with t-shirts”

Conclusion

When it comes to uniforms, despite
good intentions the results are
questionable. Why? As Michael
mentioned, even with uniforms, a
student’s social status is often exposed.
While Rose proposed potential security
benefits associated with school uniforms,
the opposite could also be said. What if an
uninvited guest used a school uniform to
pose as a real student? With everyone
looking so similar, it would be quite
challenging to pick out an imposter. In
fact, add a baseball cap and a backpack
and probably anyone would have a very
tough time identifying a person wearing a
uniform as not belonging to a particular
school. Lisa presented comments
consistent with Michael's investigative
results, but can't quite refute the reality
stated, poorer children due to lack of
proper care of the uniform may get
identified anyways. David makes a good
point in terms of uniforms offering
administration a level of control over what
students wear. However, there is still
plenty of opportunity for mischievous
students to cause commotion with their
physical appearance. For example, shoes,
backpacks, accessories, hair, makeup,
piercings, and tattoos are all possibilities
for offense no matter what uniform is
required.

The bottom line is, uniforms reflect
the common aspirations of many humans.

New style school uniform

These include control, equality, safety, and
unity. It makes us consider other places
where uniforms are common, such as the
military, the post office, the police,
firehouses, hospitals, airlines and the list
goes on. In all cases, the reasons for
requiring a uniform are probably about
the same. Yet, uniforms alone are unable
to instill in individual hearts the actual
desire to conform, be impartial, obey, and
unite. Outward appearances are simply
not enough to ensure what'’s inside.
Regardless of whether uniforms are
required, emphasis must be placed on the
curriculum and ideology being taught at
schools. The relative equality provided by
uniforms simply cannot ensure true social
justice. Perhaps all too often, the rigid
requirement of uniforms fails to delivery
true uniformity.
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Children read for pleasure

ast month | wrote about Chinese
language television shows that my
kids enjoy. | planned to devote this
month to children's books, since
they read far more than they
watch television. But when | started looking at
our bookshelves, | realized that the majority of
our books are: compilations of generic
children's stories and fairy tales; translations of
foreign books; English language books. | was
pretty disappointed to realize that we don't
have a vast selection of Chinese language
books by Chinese authors. The good news is,
it's probably easy to find Chinese translations
of your favorite books from your country.

A bit of asking around, and research, led
me to the realization that most
Chinese-produced books are more
educational in nature. With the strong
emphasis on accumulating knowledge, it's no
wonder that my sister-in-law gave my (then)
three-year-old a set of ten workbooks for her
birthday. Times are changing; parents are
seeing more value in reading stories to their
kids, and letting them read for pleasure. Our
kids read for half an hour in Chinese and half
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an hour in English, plus both my husband and
I try to read to the kids each evening.

Here are some of our kids' favorite
Chinese books:

Di Zi Gui: From the same man who gave
us the Analects, we have a lengthy, yet
easy-to-memorize manual that teaches kids
how to be filial and obedient. Both of my kids
have memorized it at school, though | have
yet to read an English translation. If you want
your kids to impress others, teach them the
opening lines and listen to the compliments
come in! My husband says the language is
antiquated, but it's a huge part of the culture.

Bao Bao Zi Ji Du Series: The "Baby Loves
to Read by Himself" books are great for
beginning readers. They use popular stories
like Winnie the Pooh, Cars, and Disney Fairy
Tales, as inspiration for the two short stories in
each book. We have two sets of eight books.
Within each set, books are numbered from
one to four. Level one books have stories
made up of 50 different words, while level
four uses up to 300. 1 even recommend these
for adults who are just learning Chinese since
it's a simple way to learn characters while

reading stories that are familiar.

Tao Qi Bao, Ma Xiao Tiao: Naughty Ma
Xiao Tiao is a series of more than 20 comic
book style novels that are suitable for
elementary aged kids. A lot of parents use
them as a bridge to get their kids into reading
longer chapter books, as each of these books
averages 200 pages. I'm not a huge fan of
them, since they're quite "fluffy" but they
helped my son build his Chinese vocabulary
and kept him interested in reading to himself.
As a fourth grader, he can breeze through one
of these in an hour, but his six year old sister
can read and enjoy them as well. The author
has another series, about cats, that my kids
enjoy, too.

Hong Chai By Shen Shi Xi: This is one
book that has made it onto Western
bookshelves. The author is considered China's
king of animal novels, and has published
several other books, each plot revolving
around a different species of animal. This is my
son's favorite, and also in English under the
title Jackal and Wolf.

These books can be found on Dang
Dang bookstore website. With books, you
really can't go wrong. As long as they have
colorful pictures (for younger readers) and tell
an engaging story, kids will enjoy them. Even
better is that they increase their vocabulary
and knowledge in the process

FOOD STORAGE

ou've just made a huge vat of

soup or a delicious stir fry and after

everyone has eaten to their full

there are bowls and pans

scattered around the kitchen filled
with leftovers. With all the hard work that
went into making that delicious meal, it really
would be a shame to throw away the
leftovers. What is the safest way to go about
storing it? In this article we'll discuss how some
suggest to safely store food. As with most
things in life, there are differing opinions. JIN is
not recommending or endorsing any one in
particular.

Meat is a tricky one. For those
vegetarians out there, it's one thing you don't
have to worry about. Meat is a constant
source of stories in the news for getting
people sick. Ifitis so volatile, why do we love it
so much? How can we do our best to
safeguard against meat borne illness? First
things first, if meat is uncooked, some feel it
can last up to a year in the freezer! According
to foodsafety.gov cooked meat and poultry
should only be kept in the freezer for up to 6

months. If you are putting meat in the freezer,
be sure to write a date on it so you won't
forget how long it’s been in there. More often
than not, most leftovers will be going into the
fridge. It should be put in a sealed container
and should not be eaten more than 4 days
after storing it according to some sources.
Also, do not think that just because
something looks or smells fine that itis. Asa
rule of thumb, after 4 days, throw it out.

What about that big pot of soup? This is
where things get dicey. Some vehemently
recommend letting the soup cool down to
room temperature before putting it in the
fridge, while others say this only allows time
for bacteria to grow. There are those who

claim hot food should be left out no longer
than two hours, while others hold to one
hour. It has even been suggested to put it in
the fridge right away even if its hot. One area
of agreement appears to be, don't store hot
soup in a very deep container in the fridge, as
this will hold the heat much longer. Try
splitting it up into smaller, shallower
containers allowing it to cool faster and avoid
bacteria growth.

One food that is really surprising when it
comes to storage is rice. In China itisn't
uncommon for rice to be left in the rice
cooker all day. As the day passes, people take
from the pot eating rice with each meal.
Interestingly enough, rice can be the source
of food poisoning if left out too long. Since
cooked rice is very moist it is a haven for
bacteria and should be thrown out after more
than two hours at room temperature
according to stilltasty.com.

What are the takeaways? Based on the
opinion of many, don't let food sit out more
than two hours. Promptly freeze or refrigerate
leftovers. After the recommended storage
time has passed based on the item, throw it
away. It's just not worth the health risk to eat
those last morsels of leftovers from many days
ago.

MONEY s POWE

hich came first the chicken

or the egg? This age old

question has sparked many

a debate. Similarly, which is

more important, money or
power? Culturally speaking, expats raised in a
western world may argue money equals
power. After all, in this day and age, what can't
money buy? An ocean away, those born in
modern China might see things quite
differently. Why?

Imperial Roots

Last month this column discussed the
effect emperor rule has had on the loyalty to
leadership in China. Indeed, then and now,
loyalty can be a matter of life and death.
Leaders are often portrayed as possessing
absolute power. Another branch from this
same tree, is the Chinese’current view towards
money and power and which of these two
items is more important.

For a society rooted in emperor rule,
power is more powerful than money.
Currency is nothing more than a tool in the
hand of those empowered with the authority
to control it. The existence of money itself is
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certainly the choice of those ruling. Not to
mention what policies are put in place to
manage it. Simply put, those in power govern
commerce. This is a reality perhaps more easily
forgotten in the west than in China. Imagine
someone possessing something of value, but
being unable to realize that value because of
an imperial edict. Worst case scenario, this
could include a death sentence, whereby no
amount of wealth possesses power.

Subtle Reality

The democratic system setup in the west
may leave the average citizen at times less
aware of the subtle reality that money is not all
powerful. Growing up in such an environment,
especially during so-called “peace times” could
lead some to believe that with money,
anything is possible. Which is why expats need
to study up on this cultural difference,
especially if planning on spending extended
time in China and engaging in business.

Instead of feeling a sense of entitlement
based on money alone, the infamous element
of relationship(s)’ (K & guanxi) comes into
play. In other words, the proverbial “friends in
high places!The truth is expats with some

amount of money quickly realize how futile
efforts can be without knowing the right
people. Of course, mentioning this may bring
thoughts of corruption and misdeeds to mind.
However, this isn't true in all cases.

Take for example the issue of finding an
apartment. Many expats rely on renting for
housing. Particularly those just arriving, may
feel they have little option but to use a realtor
to help them find a place. To engage a realtor,
one must have money. Typically a real estate
agent is paid by the renter a fee equal to one
months rent for helping find a place. This fee is
paid at the time of signing the rental contract.
In other countries, where housing may be

more available, and/or the real estate market is
more transparent, a realtor would rarely if ever
be used for a rental. Instead, renters go directly
to an apartment community to rent a place.
There is no“middleman”so to speak, i.e. the
realtor, in the transaction. The landlord is a
corporate entity, such as a property
management company. An onsite leasing
office handles showing the property to
prospective residents and signing the contract
with those who desire to live there. Once a
tenant, repairs are handled through the
maintenance department of that same office.
In this scenario, there is no realtor fee and no
“relationship”needed to get a place. Money
more or less is the deciding factor. With money,
one either has the power to rent or not.

In China, money isn't quite as all-powerful
when finding a home. For one, money is
wasted on paying a realtor who sadly all too
often does little more than show some photos
and unlock a door to see a place. In addition,
money can't always lead to finding a suitable
residence. The homes listed through realtors
tend to be overpriced and overrated and
nothing more than leftovers that everyone
else doesn't want. Another big issue is that ads
may not be current or authentic.
Photoshopped photos look amazing online
but all too often are a nightmare in person or
the place has long since been rented and is
being used as nothing more than bait to lure
prospective clients to make contact. The best
apartments can go completely unadvertised
and get rented directly from the landlord by
those with a relationship with them. Without
any local friends and family though, an expat is
going to have a really tough time finding such
reasonably priced, well decorated dwellings.
This long-winded, but very relevant example

highlights a simple but painful reality, in China
many problems can't be fixed with money
alone.

Mutual Misunderstanding

While expats arriving from the west may
be more prone to misunderstanding the
importance of money in China, they are not
alone in doing so. Locals certainly likewise feel
cash is vital to getting things done. However,
they too may overestimate the power of
money. The role money plays in Chinese
society has changed dramatically. Initially after
modern Communist China was established in
1949, reports indicate money did not wield
nearly as much power as it does today. Instead
of commerce, everything from housing to
food was controlled and allocated by the
government. This method of handling things is
often expressed in Chinese as: 1% 43t
(anxa fenpei), which literally translates to
“allocate according to need! A ticketing system
was used for a period of time, whereby tickets
were administered to each person according
to the government’s estimation of need. These
could later be exchanged for a particular item.
Think of it as a massive, all encompassing food
stamp program that had nothing to do with
being rich or poor. Everyone was on “welfare”
The stamps essentially were “money,thought
not actual cash. Items simply weren't available
for“sale”Even if someone had money, they
couldnt walk into a store and buy something.
A government issued ticket was required. This
history proves money isn't all-powerful.
Conwversely, it is absolutely subject to political
policy.

As modern China adapts over time, a
gradual tolerance for open commerce has
come to exist, although often with

geographical restrictions. This is why places
like Macau and Shenzhen came to be so
special, as they were some of the earliest areas
to enjoy a relax in restrictions against private
business. Similarly, places like Fujian, Shanghai
and Tianjin now have specific “free-trade
zones"whereby enterprises may enjoy a
greater level of commercial freedom while still
operating under the communist canopy of
the CCP (Chinese Communist Party). The
bottom line is this, even today the opportunity
to buy and sell, i.e. make and use money;, isn't
without government approval, monitoring
and management. This is evident by the
negative list listing the sectors still restricted to
foreign investment. Locals are also restricted
from certain investments. Leaving a portion of
the market exclusively to government owned
and operated entities. The major changes in
policy which have occurred and continue to
occur, allowing a level of free commerce in
China, has blurred the lines between money
and power. Yet, any real investigation of the
issue will reveal the underlining culture hasn't.
Ultimately, political power trumps money in
China.

BAD BOYS

In Asian cinema and TV, it is always the
bad guys that have tattoos, and particularly in
Japan and Korea they are inextricably linked to
gang and mafia culture. In Mainland China
tattoos still have that stigma attached, but in
Hong Kong something surprising is
happening. There was an article in the British
Press examining how more and more women
in Hong Kong are not only getting multiple
tattoos, but they are also not afraid to show
them off. One tattoo artist actually said “The
old stigma attached to body art is fading.
Some men in Hong Kong do not accept their
girlfriends having tattoos, but people are
more open now - the tattoo is losing the
bad-guy status it once had!" Well that maybe
so in Hong Kong but it is still not the case in
the Mainland. You may know one or two
Chinese women with tattoos, if that, but |
doubt very much that women there will be
sporting their tattoos with pride any time
soon.

TATTOOS NOT ACCEPTABLE

This leads me onto the point of this
article. Being as tattoos are part of the
footballing world, would it be acceptable for
Chinese footballers to have them? Apparently

not. As there has been a marked increase in
Chinese tattooed footballers, they have now
come under the scrutiny of the Authorities
who feel that this is sending out entirely the
wrong message and is a danger to society in
that it seems to portray a breakdown in
morals. Consequently, in recent international
matches Chinese footballers have been
appearing on the pitch with bandages on
their arms, the purpose of which is to cover up
their tattoos.

Sohu sports said "detailed measures" on
tattoos will be issued by the Chinese Football
Association (CFA) in the coming weeks. This
quote was obtained from a senior CFA official;
"China promotes cultural confidence among
nationalities and core socialist values, so as the
national team, it has a responsibility to provide
a healthy football culture for society and work
as an example in this respect!

Yet another report from Shanghai-based
outlet thepaper.com said that “the new
measures will be implemented across Chinese
football, from all levels of the national team, to
professional league matches in the Chinese
Super League to "teenage football matches".

And if that wasn't enough, the head
coach of China’s u19 team, Jia Xiu Quan also
joined in with this initiative by saying 'l dislike
any form of dyed hair or tattoos, any team
player who wants to be selected for the next
match should wash their tattoos and the
colour out of their hair. They should focus on
the game rather than their image or
appearance!

Actually, when you think about it, Mr. Jia
has the right idea, it is the actual game itself
that should be the most important thing, not
the players'appearances. Chinese football still
has a long way to go and imitating the
Western footballers'style regarding clothing
and hair should not be paramount. If they
want to imitate David Beckham, they would
do better by studying his footballing

techniques and not his inkings.

Whether you are a fan of tattoos or not,
or whether you think that the Authorities are
going too far with their rules is neither here
nor there. The bottom line is that if Chinese
players want to play for the national team,
they have to abide by the rules. There are
some that will think it is a good thing that
players are being curbed before it is too late
and they imitate the poor examples and
excesses of the players in the West.

More and more sportsmen are
becoming famous for their antics off the pitch
rather than on it and footballers in particular
have a really bad name. All that remains to be
seen is that with the ban on tattoos, will
Chinese footballers come up to the level of
their Western counterparts skill wise, or will it
make no difference to their results? In any
event some may feel that it is a good thing
that at least in Chinese football, the football
association and the managers still have a
degree of control over the players'actions.

HAVE AS MUCH

AS YOU CAN

his is a traditional cuisine
originating from South China,
specifically from Guangzhou,
formerly known as Canton and
referred to as a Cantonese style of
food. In the traditional Cantonese vernacular, it
is also referred to as“Yum Cha" {AZ%.
which literally means “Drinking Tea’, since
this meal is accompanied by steaming hot tea.
Although started in South China, this form
of eating is becoming popular in Northern
China. In Hong Kong and Guangzhou, Dim
Sum begins in the morning and as early as 5am
but can be seen during lunch and even as a
late night snack. Since the dishes are quite small
and usually served in circular bamboo
steamers, you can enjoy several different dishes.
Many authentic dim sum restaurants will have
servers pushing food carts with 3 or 4 different
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dishes, yelling out the items as they stroll
between the customer tables. This is very
efficient as customers can select from the carts
directly without waiting to order and being
retrieved from the kitchen.

This tradition has not been practised in
the North, instead, menu sheets with a list of
dim sum items are handed to customers and
you can tick off what items you want and they
are served to you intermittently. Not as much
fun as the traditional way and you will need to
bone up on the names of the different items,
whereas with the carts, you can see what is
offered and just point.

Different Dishes

In order to help you with learning the
different names for Dim Sum dishes, here is a
list and description of some of the most

DIM SUM

popular dishes. (Wording may get a bit
confusing because many dishes will be named
in Mandarin but may also be known by their
popular Cantonese name, for example: Shrimp
Dumplings are “Xia Jiao"in Mandarin but can
also be called "Har Gao"in Cantonese.
Dumplings:

Shrimp Dumplings $T2 “Xia Jiao”are
steamed dumplings with a shrimp filling, you
can tell the best ones when the outer rice
wrapping is so thin and clear that you can see
thru to the shrimp filling and does not stick to
your chopstick.

Shaomaik#3Z Meat Dumplings steamed
with a yellowish wheat wrapping, the filling is
pork and shrimp and topped off with crab roe
and mushrooms. Great with yellow mustard
and red chilli sauce.

Taro Dumpling=F-£f"Yu Jiao ‘or"Wu Gok”
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Xia Jiao

in Cantonese. Taro is a purple tubular that is
very starchy and what is sometimes referred to
as the"Chinese Potato’, again more popular in
South China. This dumpling is deep fried with
an outer wrapping of mashed taro and a filling
of pork and chopped vegetables.

Haam Shui Gok (Cantonese) & 7K f"Xian
Shui Jiao"is a deep fried dumpling with a fried
pork and vegetable filling. The wrapping is soft,
sweet and sticky with a coating of sesame
seeds.

Rolls:

Ak "Chang Fen'is a steamed rice
noodle roll. The rice noodle sheets are made
from a mixture of rice flour and tapioca or
glutinous rice flour and poured unto a plate
then steamed and should not be sticky or
crumble or sticky. Unlike Italian noodles it
should never have an al dente texture.

This liquid mixture is poured into a
specially made flat pan with holes (similar to a
flat colander). Commercial restaurants instead
use special oversized steamers that are lined
with a steam-permeable cloth. The noodle
mixture is steamed in the pan from the bottom
up to produce the square rice noodle sheets.
The thickness of the noodle should be very
thin, never thick, or it will have a gummy
texture.

Before being rolled, it is filled with meat or
seafood. The most popular choices are
Barbeque Pork X 45" Cha Shao Fen’, Beef 4
A “Niu Rou Fen”or Shrimp HTFH3 “Xia Fen’, or

Feng))Zhao

you can have it plain with no filling and dip it in
sweetened soy sauce, often referred to as
hoisun sauce.

Turnip Cakes#¥ [ “Luo Bo Gad'is a
cake made from shredded white turnips and
ingredients such as dried shrimp, Chinese
sausage and mushrooms the steamed and
finally pan-fried. Don't forget to dip it into
mustard or chilli sauce.

Meats:

Steamed Pork Spare RibsHEE"Pai Gu’are
very tender bite size pieces that are flavored
with black beans, garlic and chili.

Beef Balls 2} A AL “Niu Rou Wan'are
steamed beef balls with water chestnuts and
served on a piece of thin bean curd skin. It
tastes great with Worchester sauce.

Chicken Feet AT “Feng Zhao'to make it
sound more appealing, Feng Zhao is translated
as Phoenix Claws, deep fried, boiled and then
steamed chicken feet with black beans and
peanuts.

Lotus Leaf Chickenfii AKX “Nuo Mi Ji"is a
smaller version of the Beggars Chicken and is a
small packet of glutinous rice wrapped around
chicken and mushrooms and sometimes pork
and Cantonese sausage. Since all the
ingredients are wrapped in a lotus leaf the
flavours are absorbed and tastes delicious.

ot
Shao Mai
Congee:

3% "Zhou"is Rice Porridge and is the
mainstay of a Dim Sum breakfast. It can come
plain or cooked with a variety of ingredients.
One of the most popular is“Pi Dan Shou Rou
Zhou" B #98 A5 “Preserved Egg with Pork
Porridge” Other varieties are Shrimp, Beef, Fish
Slices or Chicken.

Sweets:

Top of the list is "Egg Tarts" ZE4ik “Dan Ta"a
baked flaky tart with an egg custard filling.

"Sesame Balls' RIE“Jian Dui” deep fried
chewy dough with sweet red bean or sesame
filling and the outside is covered with a
generous sprinkling of sesame seeds.

"Tofu Pudding’ TLJ 4 "Dou Fu Hua'is a

soft pudding of soya beans and topped with
ginger sugar syrup, sometimes served hot.

“Mango Pudding’ t“5AT T “Mang Guo
Bu Ding"This is wonderful when made with
fresh mangos and topped off with a rich heavy
Cream sauce.

"Malay Sponge Cake” Zhif%"Ma La Gao”
is a steamed golden sponge cake flavoured
with molasses, which gives it the yellow
colouring.

Where to have Dim Sum

Tianjin is fortunate to have several
excellent venues for Dim Sum and we asked
some of them a few questions. Did you have
to hire a special cook to make Dim Sum? What
is the most popular dish? What is the most
difficult dish? Is Dim Sum only available during
lunch and is it becoming more popular in
Tianjin?

The Renaissance Tianjin Lakeside and
The Sheraton Tianjin Binhai responded that
yes they have recruited expert cooks from
Guangdong province, who are experts with
Dim Sum. The most popular dish is Shrimp
Dumplings#Fz “Xia Jiao"and some of the
more difficult is the Egg TartF& ik “Dan Ta"and
even the Shrimp Dumpling is difficult to get
the authentic texture as previously mentioned.
Both indicated that Dim Sum is only available
during lunch but is becoming more popularin
Tianjin.

Conclusion

We have only touched on a few of the
possible dishes available on a Dim Sum menu
and admittedly most of my favourites. The
secret is to be adventurous and try as many as
you can and develop your own favourites and
make sure you go with an empty stomach.

rinoing A DOCTOR ...

ew things are scarier than a health
scare. The sudden onset of
symptoms never previously
experienced can panic even the
toughest of souls. Emergency
situations leave little opportunity for finding a
doctor initially. In some cases, one ends up in
the care of whichever doctor happens to be
working at that moment in the hospital. That
said, while immediate care may be
administered by a random doctor, further
medical treatment may not necessarily need
to be handled by that same physician. Why?

Perfection’s Price

Phrases in English that are associated
with doctors include: the art of medicine;
practice or practicing medicine; a medical
practice and a medical practitioner. Let's take
the first one, the art of medicine. The use of
the word art probably makes us think of an
artist. This linguistic detail reveals an
underlying truth. If medicine is like art, and
doctors are like artists, that by all means, there
will be a great variation in talent and results. If
the same raw supplies can be used to paint a
Rembrandt or what amounts to nothing more
than a piece of trash, couldn’t the same be said
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of doctors and their tools of the trade? Next is
the use of the word practice and the related
practitioner. This might trigger the recollection
of the age old adage that practice makes
perfect. The question is, who wants to be the
guinea pig that a doctor practices on as they
are made closer to perfection?

The sobering reality that not all doctors
are created equal is a great motivator to apply
afew other pieces of valuable advice when it
comes to finding a doctor in China. One, an
ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure.
Two, the value of collective opinion. Threg, the
power of planning. As to the first tip, prevent as
much illness and accidents as possible. It is
hard enough getting from point A to point B,
renting an apartment, enrolling in school,
handling visa matters, and conducting
business when faced with both linguistic and
cultural barriers. Making a life and death
decision in Chinese or trying to understand
non-native English as an intricate procedure is
discussed using highly technical terminology
is a challenge most expats probably never
want to face. Which is why, prevention is so
vital. Establish a healthy lifestyle which includes
taking reasonable precautions when it comes
to air, water, food, housing, and transportation.

Purify when possible, avoid when necessary,
and monitor accordingly. Air purifiers, water
filters, face masks, and different detectors (e.g.
PM 2.5, formaldehyde, carbon dioxide, smoke
and natural gas) are all fairly available these
days for purchase. If Chinese skills are
insufficient to buy these locally, bring them
from home. When taking the road, think twice
about riding without a helmet or not buckling
up. Therefore the first tip is, prevent as many
medical problems as possible by being safety
conscious.

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Collective Opinion

The second tip is understand and value
the power of collective opinion. This is
particularly true when it comes to finding a
doctor in China. Do not trust automatically
someone wearing a white coat. That means,
the little medical office so conveniently
located near a subway stop outside the
apartment complex’s front gate may not be
anymore official than the fellow selling fruit
nearby. Thus, seek trusted advisors before
getting involved with any so-called medical
expert. In theory, going to a big hospital
should lower the risk of getting into trouble.
Yet, once again, buyer beware. Try to make it a
habit of only going to doctors that other
reliable friends or family has recommended.
Don't take the doctors word for it. Talk to
patients who have gone to that specific doctor
and facility. Be aware, doctors that have been
referred may not always be located at the best
facilities. A judgment call is necessary. If a
doctor has been recommended by a number
of credible sources, than despite what may
appear to be a lower grade facility, if it meets
reasonable standards, perhaps it may be the
best choice for care. Simply walking into what
looks like a topnotch medical facility and
choosing a doctor randomly could carry
greater risk.

Before accepting any care get as many
different opinions as necessary. Until one is
completely convinced a particular treatment is
truly necessary and suitable, don't be swindled
into accepting it. Even if faced with an
emergency, where surgery is eminent, perhaps
demanding to change doctors or facilities is
necessary. Consider a women who was
severely injured and rushed to an ER. After

receiving some initial care, it became obvious
additional major surgery was needed but the
doctor present wasn't going to honor all her
wishes. The outcome? She learned of another
doctor via a friend’s referral and requested to
be transferred. That doctor had a completely
different attitude and totally respected her
wishes. In time a wonderful recovery was
made without ever violating her conscience.

Plan Ahead

The third tip is to plan ahead. Instead of
waiting until an emergency take action now.
This starts by understanding what types of
medical treatment one may accept or have
issue with. Based on those wishes, find doctors
in advance who will respect these wishes.
Establish a network of trusted medical
professionals. To do so, make a habit of asking
friends about the doctor(s) they see. This is
easy to do without prying when visiting them
if they are in the hospital, or are talking about a
recent medical situation. Keep track of the
good and avoid the bad. Do further research
based on what is heard. Most doctors have
office hours where they see new patients. Try
tagging along the next time a friend goes in
for a check up and meet the doctor along the
way. Explain to the physician that there is no
immediate need, but in case of future trouble
the intention is to seek their care. Since China is
very relationship based, meeting the doctorin
the presence of an existing patient makes a
world of difference. In some instances, the
doctor may even be willing to provide a
phone number, WeChat or email as a means of
contact. Each doctor is usually limited in their
scope of expertise. Therefore, utilize one
trusted doctor to learn of another. In some

cases doctors are able to make direct
introductions to another specialist bypassing
the entire search process.

As part of the planning process, commit
to writing important medical directives and
carry a signed document detailing such at all
times. State any procedure(s) or medicine(s)
which are unacceptable, such as those one is
allergic to. In an emergency, one may be
unconscious or a language barrier could exist.
Translate this document into Chinese. Provide
a copy to doctors and ask them to keep it on
file with the rest of one’s patient information.

In review, prevent as many medical
problems as possible by being safety
conscious. Don't rely on oneself. Seek the
advice of trusted friends. Make it a habit to get
multiple opinions before taking action. Plan
ahead by getting familiar with the hospitals
not only nearby, but those that actually
provide the level of medical care desired. Not
only is the facility important, so is the doctor!
Build up a contact list of doctors who are
familiar with one’s wishes, willing to respect
them, and competent enough to provide care.

MOTHER LANGUAGE

he library is a bank of knowledge
that inspires people of all ages.
From books, we get knowledge,
ideas and enjoyment that can
fine-tune the mind. In Tianjin, there
are a few public libraries in different parts of
the city, but the collection of books in foreign
languages is limited and can only be found in
larger libraries. In this issue, we'll introduce
three libraries: one in downtown and the other
two in Binhai New Area. All three are modernly
designed, highly functional and are peaceful
places to read.

Tianjin Library

The library behind Tianjin's cultural center
offers English speakers a wide variety of books
to choose from. When | first visited, | was
surprised by how huge it was. It covers five full
stories, with plenty of space set aside for
reading and researching.

The foreign books section is on the fifth
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floor of the building, and it contains about
50,000 volumes. Not all of these books are
English books, however. Other languages
include Russian, Japanese, Spanish and
German. There are still several thousand
English books to choose from, though, and |
was impressed to find that they cover a wide
range of topics.

One section is a classic literature section,
and holds titles from American and British
authors such as Bronte, Kipling, Austen and
Shakespeare. Works from poets like Eliot and
Tennyson are also available. | was especially
excited to see a more recent American classic,
Uncle Tom's Cabin, in this section as well. There
are not extensive collections of these authors,
but a few major titles from each are available.

Another section houses literature from
more contemporary English authors, such as
Joyce Carol Oates, Gay Telese and Jodi Picoult.

Literature is just the beginning of
subjects you can find, however. One section is

entirely devoted to language learning, and
includes books on learning languages from all
over the globe. Another section houses history
textbooks on subjects ranging from Ancient
Rome to World War Il and everything in
between.

There are also textbooks about business,
statistics, economics and a variety of other
more technical subjects. Additionally, there are
art related books about poetry, film and dance
that can be found. They also have some books
foryouth and children. Al in all, the library has
a wonderful selection of English books, and it

would be a great place to go peruse if you are
in need of something new to read.

If you would like to check out books, you
need to first apply for a library card.To do that,
you need some form of ID. Both a passport
and a driver’s license will work. Because the
foreign books are considered more valuable,
you must first pay a 500 rmb deposit in order
to check any out. After that, you can check out
up to five books at a time for 30 days.

Libraries in Binhai New Area

The new Library in Tianjin Binhai New
Area is pretty amazing and has even attracted
global attention. Shortly after my first visit, |
saw a social media post about the futuristic
looking library from a friend in Australia. | told
him that it was very close to where | currently
am in China. He was shocked and asked me
my opinion of the library. I jokingly told him
that he would have to come visit and see for
himself. | remember my intrigue when | saw all
the WeChat moments posts of this fascinating
looking place, at first glance it is hard to even
recognize that it is a library.

We visited the library as a group with
about 15 people total. Arriving the feeling was
much more like entering an amusement park
than a library. We waited in a line for about 10
minutes and then were able to enter. As we
looked for the people in our group who had
spread out to explore, | joked that searching for
them reminded me of trying to find Waldo in
the classic children’s book, “Where's Waldo!
After trying to explain the book to them we
decided to try and see if the library had the
book. On the first floor we were able to use an
electronic device like an iPad to search for the
book. This was very easy and convenient and
any book the library has can be searched for
and located on these devices. The library did
not have the book we were looking for but
does have many other books in English. We

were told by a library employee that foreigners
can check books out with passport and
Chinese telephone number that corresponds
to the passport. Another important thing to
know is that you must go through a security
check and metal detector, no cameras allowed.
Camera phones were ok, but no actual
cameras unless special permission. There are
free lockers out front of the museum where
you can lock and store your camera and any
other items the library doesn't allow.

Before coming to the library, | imagined
some sort of elevator that lifted you level to
level to find books along the walls of the
library, but to my dismay the true way of
finding books is much more simple. Most of
the books are not housed in the main futuristic
corridor, but in much more typical library
spaces. Many people criticized this optical
illusion of books, but | thought it carried out its
mission of inspiring imagination. The library
has many rooms, offices, lounges, computer
rooms, meeting rooms, and even through | did
not go to the roof I am told there are two
rooftop patios. Even though the library was
not exactly what | expected | would go again. |
think this library and the area around it have a
ton of potential and we will see more exciting
things to come.

My first time to the TEDA library was
about 4 years ago and was a pretty typical
library in comparison to the new library by
Yujiapu. Unlike the new library it was very quiet
and filled with what looked like students
studying and reading. | say pretty typical,
because the glass building and architecture is
really cool and gave the library a feeling of
being both indoors and outdoors
simultaneously. To my awe there were about a
dozen students reading books while holding
personal umbrellas to keep the sun that
shown through the iridescent building off of
them. This was definitely a first for me and an

unforgettable library memory. On the first
floor you can find many magazines, including
popular western ones to read. On the fourth
floor you can find a section with book in
English. Books can be checked out with a
passport and 500 RMB deposit. For me and
many others, a nice indoor space in the sun to
read is a dream come true. Whether you like
sunshine or not, the library has plenty of other
relaxing places to read and enjoy.

InTEDA, whether you go to the New
Binhai Library nicknamed“the Eye;"or the
quieter TEDA library you are sure to find a nice
place to read and a comfortable environment
to turn the pages of a good book.

hanghai is a renowned

international metropolis drawing

more and more attention from all

over the world. Situated on the

estuary of Yangtze River, it serves
as the most influential economic, financial,
international trade, and cultural center in East
China. Meanwhile, Shanghai has a rich
resource of historic relics that are also worth
visiting. It is a popular travel destination for
visitors to sense the pulsating development of
the country.

Zhujiajiao Ancient Water Town

Located in a suburb of Shanghai city,
Zhujiajiac is an ancient water town
well-known throughout the country, with a
history of more than 1,700 years. Covering an
area of 47 square kilometers, the little
fan-shaped town glimmers like a bright pearl
in the landscape of lakes and mountains.

Endowed with another elegant name -
'Pearl Stream' - the Zhujiajiac ancient town is
the best-preserved among the four ancient
towns in Shanghai. Unique old bridges across
bubbling streams, small rivers shaded by
willow trees, and houses with courtyards
attached all transport people who have been
living amidst the bustle and hustle of the
modern big city to a brand-new world full of
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antiquity, leisure and tranquility.

Like several other water towns in this
area, Zhujiajiao has numerous historical sites
and private gardens, which were designed and
built between the Qing and Ming dynasties.
Fangsheng Bridge, Kezhi Garden and Yuanjin
Buddhist Shrine are the most famous among
them. Between the ancient architecture, Kezhi
Park (Majia Garden) situated on North Street is
the biggest manor style private park in this
town and also one of the largest gardens in
the southern China area. The Lawn features
lovely sights in quiet and private surroundings.
[t mainly consists of three parts - a gallery, an
artificial hill and a park. In the hill area, there is
another piece of magnificent, symbolic
architecture - a foursquare five-story building,
on the top of which stands a diametric pavilion
named 'Moon View Pavilion! This building is
considered the tallest architecture in the town.

Yuyuan Garden

Yuyuan Garden is a famous classical
garden located in Anren Jie, Shanghai. It was
finished in 1577 by a government officer of
the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) named Pan
Yunduan. This garden was specially built for
Pan's parents as a place for them to enjoy a
tranquil and happy time in their old age.

Yuyuan Garden is composed of six scenic

areas: Sansui Hall, Wanhua Chamber, Dianchun
Hall, Huijing Hall, Yuhua Hall, and the Inner
Garden.

The highlights of the garden are: classical
Chinese architecture, exquisite sculptures and
carvings, and the busy Yuyuan bazaar.

The garden is unique in its design. It
perfectly blends decorative halls, elaborate
pavilions, glittering pools, zigzag bridges,
pagodas, archways, and impressive rockeries.

Feel relaxed as you wander through the
corridors and archways; stop to gaze at the
famed Exquisite Jade Rock, a 5-ton, porous,
beautifully-shaped, spiky rock; or climb to the
top of the Great Rockery.

For those looking for a glimpse into
ancient China, as reflected in movies and
books, this is the place.

When walking in the garden, you do not
just focus on the huge items like buildings and
bridges, but keep your eyes on the details.
Much of the garden'’s beauty is in the tiny
carvings and sculptures.

You will find many clay sculptures and
brick carvings, calligraphic and painting works
of famous artists, as well as some inscriptions
and couplets.

The Bund

For a century, the Bund has been one of
the most recognizable symbols and the pride
of Shanghai. The architecture along the Bund is
a living museum of the colonial history of the
1800s. You've never been to Shanghai if you
haven't seen the Bund.

The Bund is a mile-long stretch of
waterfront promenade along the Huangpu
River. To the west of this stretch stand 52
buildings of various architectural styles,
including Gothic, baroque, and neoclassical
styles. It is often referred to as "the museum of
buildings".

The best way to appreciate the buildings
is to have a walk along the Bund. Roaming
among the architectural complexes, you'l
have a better understanding of the
century-long charm of this city.

Another way of exploring the beauty of
the Bund is to take a sightseeing cruise on the
Huangpu River. On the cruise, you will see the
historical architecture on the Bund, as well as
the modern skyscrapers opposite the
Huangpu River, giving you a distinctive
contrast between modern life and the past.

Lujiazui Financial District

In Lujiazui, the charm of the city as an
international metropolis is unfolded to the
largest degree. One can admire the modemn
skyscrapers along Binjiang Avenue as well as
various buildings of different architectural

styles across the Huangpu River. The four tallest
landmarks of the city - the Oriental Pearl TV
Tower, Jin Mao Tower, Shanghai World
Financial Center, and Shanghai Tower are
constructed next to each other. When night
comes, all the buildings are decorated with
shining colorful lights, presenting a gorgeous
scene before your eyes.

ALMOST PARTING

ne day in late January, just as |
was getting ready to fly back to
Canada, | felt a strange pain in

my chest. | say strange because, |

O have never felt such intense

pain in the center of my chest and it was
getting worse and more intense by the
minute. After several minutes, | started to
break out in a sweat and it was obvious that it
was not going to stop and | needed
professional medical care. Lucky for me there
is a hospital only 10 minutes away.

My initial thought was to call 120 for a
local ambulance, but on second thought, we
live in an apartment complex and the
paramedics would waste time getting here
and locating me. Later | would realize that this
was my first mistake. So | convinced my wife
to drive me to the hospital. Second mistake
was trying to find a parking spot instead of
driving me right to the Emergency Entrance.

The Emergency Ward was a zoo! It was
overflowing with patients of every description
and with only a dozen beds. A cardiac
specialist was called and immediately gave me
an ECG or EKG Electrocardiograph. This is a
non-invasive attachment of several electronic
nodes to the chest, wrists and the left ankle to
test the heart beat to detect any irregularity,
along with a blood pressure reading and
extract blood samples. All was done to

determine if | had a heart or angina attack.

Many people confuse a Heart Attack
(Myocardial Infarction) with an Angina Attack.
Both are serious but the first can resultin
damage to the heart, the second is a
blockage of a blood vessel that leads to lack of
blood supply and oxygen to the heart. | was
lucky to some extent, in that may case was an
Angina Attack.

I was also lucky to always carry some
nitroglycerine pills. These small tablets slow
the heart rate down temporary and thus
decrease the heart’s need for oxygen and
blood. | took one tablet under my tongue
twice during the ride to the hospital.
However, | should have called 120, I think they
would have taken longer to reach me but the
advantage would have been, they would
have provided immediate medical help and
also been able to get me through the
administrative hassle of registering and likely

to get me a proper bed instead of lying on a
hard bench for hours on end.

My story has a happy ending; by
morning | was wheeled into the hospital’s
CICU Cardio Intensive Care Unit, an extremely
modern 8-bed unit dedicated to cardio
problems. | had an extra complication of
being a Diabetic, so my blood sugars needed
to be stable, in 2 days I met with Dr. Chen who
had me in and out of the operating room in
20 minutes, performed an angioplasty that
put a tube in my wrist to my heartand
installed a stent to support a blocked vessel.

Conclusion - This is important!

This article is not meant to provide
medical advice. It is just a short description of
my personal experience and the key point is
to obtain professional medical advice from
your local hospital. If you need medical advice
in English, there are several options and you
should seek them out now instead of waiting
till you are faced with an emergency. The best
solution is prevention and have regular check
ups and quit smoking if you do.

I was lucky; | recovered and hopefully
will not have to encounter any more medical
problems while in China or frankly anywhere.
After this experience, | have learned to take
things easier and try to make the best of each
day. Hope this was helpful.
