“personalized” or ‘customized” Some

one-on-one classes or instruction that is
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customized to each student will include these
characters to describe it in appealing way. The
fact these are popular expressions right now,
shows that Chinese consumers are concerned
with personalized service.

In terms of education, each parent needs
to look at the various options and select which
one will best meet the individual needs of
their child. The ultimate goal is to provide your
child with the necessary skills to not only
financially survive in society but also be
successful as a human being. Success as a
human could be defined as someone who
not only knows what is right, but does it. A
good education is fundamental in achieving
this goal. When children are young, they are
like sponges. For good or bad, they absorb
whatever is around them. Therefore, parents
should be thinking not in terms of big brands
or popular opinion when deciding between

various styles and venues of education. Rather
as the old adage goes, the proof is in the
pudding. Look for organizations and
ideologies which are producing balanced,
capable, well-rounded individuals.

Traditional Education

Traditional education, also known as
back-to-basics, conventional education or
customary education, refers to
long-established customs that society
traditionally used in schools. Recent forms of
education reform promote the adoption of
progressive education practices, a more
holistic approach, which focuses on individual
students' needs and self-control. In the eyes of
reformers, traditional teacher-centered
methods focused on rote learning and
memorization must be abandoned in favor of
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student-centered and task-based approaches
to learning. However, many parents and
conservative citizens are concerned with the
maintenance of objective educational
standards based on testing, which favors a
more traditional approach.

The chief business of traditional
education is to transmit to the next generation
those skills, facts, and standards of moral and
social conduct that the adults have considered
as necessary for the next generation's success.
Historically, the primary educational technique
of traditional education was simple oral
recitation.

In the typical approach, students sat
quietly at their places and listened to one
student after another recite his or her lesson,
until each had been called upon. The teacher's
primary activity was assigning and listening to
these recitations; students studied and
memorized the assignments at home. A test
or oral examination might be given at the end
of a unit, and the process, which was called
"assignment-study-recitation-test’, was
repeated. Essentially this came to be known as
“education”or“learning” Though clearly there
could be issues in terms of how much
information is being retained by students past
the day of testing. Even more important, how
did they feel about what they were learning?
Would they ever even put it into practice? Was
what they learned practical when applied in
the real world?

In addition to its overemphasis on verbal
answers, reliance on rote memorization
(memorization with no effort at
understanding the meaning), and
disconnected, unrelated assignments, it was
also an extremely inefficient use of students'
and teachers' time. This traditional approach
also insisted that all students be taught the
same materials at the same point; students
that did not learn quickly enough failed, rather
than being allowed to succeed at their natural
speeds. This model leaves huge gaps in
understanding and adapting to the emotional,
physical and psychological differences of each
student.

Certain conditions like Attention Deficit
Disorder (ADD), Autism, and Dyslexia are
virtually unaddressed in the old model. A
traditional classroom environment provides
little opportunity for the teacher to adjust the
curriculum so as to compensate for how these
conditions dramatically affect a child's ability to
“do well at school”or “keep up with the rest of
the class” Of course these days, children who

have been diagnosis with certain learning
disabilities are no longer seen as “bad” or
necessarily needing discipline. Some countries
even offer specialized curriculum and schools
for such children. This means a child’s
classmates will be those who also face similar
learning challenges. Thus, helping each child
to avoid feeling left out, left behind or the
dreaded “different”. As an example of positive
effort to address the needs of these children, a
university in Beijing is partnering with a US
organization to train teachers on how to
properly educate kids with special needs. After
receiving training abroad, they will return to
China. Whereby they will train others and
implement what they have learned.

Alternative Education

Alternative education is a blanket term
encompassing many different approaches
differing from that of the mainstream
education employed in a culture. Such
alternative learning environments may be
found within independent schools as well as
home-based learning environments.

In the United States for example home
schooling has become far more socially
acceptable than what it was, though still not
entirely free from certain stigmas. Decades
ago, children that were homeschooled would
almost automatically be thought of as
challenged in some way. Such as, the child
could not keep pace with the traditional
classroom curriculum. Thus the parents had
no choice but to "home school”them. Another
stereotype is that regardless of why the child
was taught at home, in the end, the child
would somehow be less smart or socially inept
since they didn't go to school like the rest of
the so-called "normal”kids.

While there may be some cases of
homeschooled children who unfortunately
have missed out receiving quality instruction,
plenty of parents are very dedicated to
ensuring their children get a well-rounded
education despite not going to a school every
day in the traditional sense. In fact, nowadays,

some parents will likely argue a properly
homeschooled child is given more room to
grow and will progress better than those stuck
in a classroom all day. This line of reasoning is
typically based on the idea that the child will
be taught based on their unique abilities. Also,
they are free from the usual ‘competitive” spirit
so rampant in schools today which could lead
to emotional disorders, undue anxiety, or
feeling like they must to cheat to keep up. Not
to mention homeschooling may mean their
child has a lower chance of picking up certain
“bad habits"or be introduced to things like
smoking, drinking or immorality. For these
potential moral and educational benefits,
some parents are big proponents of
alternative education in the form of
homeschooling.

Alternative education in Canada stems
from two philosophical educational points of
view: Progressive and Libertarian. Progressive
educational tradition places emphasis on both
the need to incorporate curriculum and
teaching to match the stages of child
development and the gradual integration of
the child into adult society through planned
experiential learning. The Libertarian tradition
focuses on the rights of the parents and
children to make their own educational and
life choices.

Nowadays if you mention “Spock” most
people, especially the younger ones will think
of the Vulcan who is second in command of
the Starship, Enterprise. But for most of the
older generation, Dr. Benjamin Spock was a US
pediatrician that wrote the best seller:"The
Common Sense Book of Baby and Child Care”
which was published in 1946 and was a best
seller for decades and you could argue was
the initial step of changing traditional thinking
of education for children. There have been 50
million copies sold and it has been translated
into 39 languages and there have been 9
updated editions so it is still considered to be
relevant and in use around the world.

One of the first sentences in his book is:
“Trust yourself. You know more than you think
you do!" Spock emphasized that ultimately, the
parents'natural loving care for their children is
most important. He reminds parents to have
confidence in their abilities and to trust their
common sense; his practice as a pediatrician
had proven to him that parents' instincts were
usually best. He was also quoted as saying: "It
isn't enough to bring up children happy and
secure, you need to provide a decent world for
them!
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Whether or not a child is provided a
“decent world"during their adolescent years
may largely depend on where they go to
school. Especially when schools in some areas
become notorious for violent behavior or illicit
activity amongst the student body, parents
may be quite concerned about the “world”
their child will live in everyday. Remember,
during the years they attend a traditional
school, children end up spending more time
during the week with teachers and classmates
than with their own parents! Never
underestimate the extent of this influence. It is
a real catalyst for change, albeit good or bad.
What is being taught at school will play a
significant part in determining who and what
your child will become.

Dr. Spock was born in 1904 and died 94
years later. He attended Yale University and

obtained his medical degree at Columbia
University. While he was at Yale, he also won an
Olympic Gold Medal in rowing at the Paris
Olympics of 1924.What is more amazing is he
competed in a4 mile rowing competition in
the British Virgin Islands when he was 82 years
old and finished third with a time of 2.5 hours.
Yet, Spock isn't a hero to all. As with most
so-called experts, opinions on the
effectiveness of his teachings vary. There are
those that feel Dr. Spock’s so-called wisdom
has in part been responsible for creating an
unruly, undisciplined generation of humans.
This is linked to Dr. Spock having been what
some may call“anti-spanking” Spanking is a
form of discipline which includes physical
hitting either by hand or object. Spanking in
times past was not simply limited to the
home. At school, children who acted up or

were simply not performing up to the
teacher’s standard could face getting spanked
publicly. Dr. Spock seemed to allege that such
accounted as little more than physical abuse
and sending the child a message on par with
“bullying” Namely, you can get what you want
by force. In addition, as mentioned in the
paragraphs above, Spock placed great trust in
the parents understanding of “right”and
“wrong"” This of course makes the wild
assumption that all parents know what is
“right”and “wrong"themselves. Plus, that those
parents will practice what they preach.

It would be impossible to deny that
some parents behave in ways that simply fall
short of what could be judged a“fit"and
‘responsible” parent. Things like alcoholism,
drug-addiction, and violence have and do
occur in the home. In some cases a parent is
so-incompetent that even the law of the land
may deem them “unfit” Thereby they could
even lose parental control over their child. All
this proves one point, leaving a child's
education solely to the parents does not in
itself guarantee proper education. Indeed only
where a parent has been properly educated
and willing to implement the tenants of such
education are they truly qualified to educate
the next generation.

The situation may be likened to
someone who receives by inheritance a
home. Sure, they have a legal right to the
home. However, this doesn't ensure they
know how to properly maintain that home. In
fact, should they prove entirely delinquent in
fulfilling their home-owner duties, such as
failing to pay taxes, they could lose that home
altogether! So too, parents may have the legal
right due to fostering a child to be in charge of
their education. Yet, surely there must be a
system in place to educate the educators! Or
else, as with those who followed the teachings
of Dr. Spock, the results may not always be
what one hopes for. That is largely in part
because not all of such guidance may stand
the test of time. This is the exact problem with
any human based education system.Why is
Dr. Spock’s book in its 9th edition? Why does it
need updated? What about all the poor
parents who followed his advice to the letter
only to find out that some “ideologies” may
need revised?! These points aside, indeed
certain thought leaders like Dr. Spock have put
in motion the wheels of change in terms of
both educator and education.

With less number of children in families,



there is more pressure on each child to do well
and bring honor to the family name. There is
also more pressure on parents to do the best
for their children, when in the past, there were
several children, and it was easy to say:“Well at
least one went on to University Nowadays,
one or two children being the norm, one
tends to forgive parental misgivings and give
in to their requests and sometimes-selfish
desires. In China, children who have had their
every whim catered to by their parents are
referred to as:"Little Emperors”

As mentioned, the world of knowledge is
expanding so fast and the competition for
entry into good schools is very intense. 50
years ago, the required level of grades to enter
most universities was a 60% average but now
most good universities require over 90% and
even at that high entrance requirement, many
are turned away. Therefore spoiled and
pampered ‘little emperors” often struggle to
deal with the pressures of the real world. This
comes not only with the reality of not being
“number one”all the time, but also when they
are forced to face criticism from teachers or
later in life on the job.

In China, the situation is probably more

intense, with over 60 million students enrolled
in secondary education. In order to beat the
competition and get the best grades for entry
into better schools, many parents enroll their
children into"extra”classes after the regular
daytime schooling. There are classes for literally
everything under the sun.

Aside from the regular course material
where a student can obtain help for what they
studied during the day, there are many extra
curriculum subjects, meant to give the student
a more rounded education and improve their
wellbeing. Courses on ballet, archery, painting
and other sporting events are all available.
English and other language courses are also
very popular.

You can see these courses offered in
many of the new shopping malls and these
courses are not cheap. They can run between
3-5,000 RMB. Plus need to be paid in advance.
Parents need to be prudent though,
investigating the legitimacy of the course
provider, their instructors and the content.
There have been many reported cases of
business scams taking the money and not
providing legitimate courses or just stopping
the operation before completing the contract.

It's important to develop the children’s ability of independent study.
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Some of these courses are directed at the
young students, some as young as pre-school
age children. There are advertisements for a
Pre-MBA program for children 3-4 years old
that costs 10,000 RMB! Parents are advised to
consider programs offered by reputable
schools.

Real Stories

We asked some local expats about their
experiences in China and about their
philosophy in educating their children and
found some very interesting comments and of
course, all very unique.

Andrew is a Canadian that has lived in
China for over 20 years and his wife is from
Suzhou and they have 3 lovely children.
Andrew answered the question by providing
the drawing of an iceberg. The view of success
at the tip of the iceberg is hidden by what is
underneath and how that success was
achieved. All the hard work, planning,
disappointments and sacrifices that have to be
made before ultimately achieving the goal. It is
also important to accept failure and the fact
that not all efforts will lead to success. It is
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important to give your best effort and not to
look back feeling ashamed at failing to achieve
a goal. This is something that is difficult for the
Chinese due to the cultural aspect of “face” (I
- mianzi)

David is an American that has lived in
TEDA for the past 10 years and his wife is from
Tianjin and they have a little girl that is 8 years
old. His remarks were very simple and to the
point:“‘Routine”and “Saying No' His point is to
provide a regular program, being consistent
with guidance and support. Do not spoil the
child by giving everything she wants. This may
be difficult if she is the only child due to the
“Little Emperor”syndrome in China.

Hanson had a home in the new Tianjin
Airport District but recently sold it and moved
his wife (originally they were from Hong Kong
but lived and worked in China for over 20
years) and two teenage boys to Canada where
they have immigrated and will settle down.
His boys attended the local Chinese schools
before departing. In response to our questions,
Hanson asked one of his sons named Felix to
answer.
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Felix said the following:“To start things
off, | will begin with a little background of
myself. | have received 6 years of primary
school in China, then moved to Vancouver to
attend the last year of elementary school in
Canada. Now | am a grade 11 student
studying at a public Canadian high school.
Each form of education has its pros and cons.
Different focuses and behaviors are to be
expected from the students”

He continues:“Canadian education
strongly leans towards critical thinking,
communication skills, and independence. For
instance, the school would assign very
manageable homework loads to make room
for the student’s personal interests. Group
collaborations and presentations are very
common in the North American classrooms.
Teachers value students'thoughts and
acknowledge their weaknesses. Ideas do not
get shut down easily without a little debate.
Classroom participation in sharing your
unique perspective is essential here. However,
these lead to several problems. Students may
have too much freedom and start straying off

their academic studies, and teachers are
unable to interfere with their personal
progresses.”

His then said:“Chinese education is on
the other side of the spectrum. From an early
age, discipline and respect is introduced to us.
Schools have strict dress codes, drills are
performed each morning, and teachers hold a
much higher place in the students'minds.
Certain things are not allowed to be said in the
classroom; therefore, students must be really
careful when raising their hands. Evaluation
takes up a large portion of your marks, and for
every test, a list of students' names is produced
from highest score to the lowest. Therefore,
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Education is not limited within schools.



competitions and punishments are
encouraged to"ensure”the student’s success.
Aside from the school's intense homework
load, students often need to have tutors
outside of school. Leaving barely any time for
the kids themselves. Hard work and uniformity
is valued above own personal thoughts and
interests.’

Felix concluded with:“The education
systems both have a lot of flaws. Personally, |
think that Canadian education is the better of
the two not because of the lighter workload.
After all, studying should be a personal choice.
And the skills developed in Canadian schools
are more important in a long run. It simply has
an overall better learning mood. However, at
the end of the day, it all comes down to the
student’s own ability and will to be successful
in distinct ways."

While we certainly thank Felix for his
extensive feedback let us not forget he is still a
child. Before we or any other parents start
taking advice from an 11th grader, we need to
be educated ourselves. This isn't to say we
must attend college or hold a higher degree
than our children. It does means though we
need to know clearly the standard of “right”
and “wrong" personally. We need to
understand what actually quantifies as a
‘good”education. Then take the time to
inculcate that into our children. While we
absolutely want to listen attentively to our
child's feedback, in the end, it's a parental
responsibility to make the final decision.

Conclusion

Clearly, education is a debated topic. The
one common thread in the discussion and the
reading material out there is parents need to
spend quality time with their children, while
consistently showing love and support. They
grow up so fast, so cherish the moments
where you still have influence in their life.

When a restaurant opens back home, they will
invite him to critique the food. My grandfather
can also make a great meal. Although he isnta
famous cook, all of my favorite food memories
comes from him. | remember my grandfather
lived in a small second floor of a wooden
dwelling. Everyday grandpa would make
delicious food in a small kitchen, burning coal
as the heat source. Such a camped, poorly lit
little kitchen was still able to produce countless
delicious dishes. It wasn't until my generation
that no one became a cook. Perhaps thisis a
sort of destiny. | feel | have a duty and
responsibility to carry on this tradition of being
achef.

JIN: How did you learn to cook?

ZSS: From the time | was little | liked to
cook. I would watch how my grandfather and
father would cook. Slowly but surely | learned.
I've never been to a formal cooking school to
study. I've also never studied under a master
chef. I've just relied on my memory to recreate
the favors I've eaten personally. My dad makes
great fish. One time | got a craving for it. He is a
police officer and was out of town. So | starting
recalling how he usually makes it. Believe it or
not | actually did it! While it didn't ook great, it
tasted wonderful. Later on | came to Tianjin for
college. After graduating, | starting living on my
own and decided to make a pot of stew plus a
few jars of kimchi. That pot of stew is still used
today. In order to preserve it, it has be boiled
everyday plus new ingredients must be added
on schedule. It's been going for about 10 years
now.

China) hosted the Business Climate

Survey Report Launch. Two key
attendees were William Zarit, who is the
Chairman of AmCham China, and Martin
Winchell, the Chairman of the AmCham
China, Tianjin Chapter. JIN had the privilege to
interview them privately, and we express our
sincere appreciation for the opportunity to do
s0. Below are some key responses.

JIN: What actions should foreign
firms in China take in response to the
recent AmCham annual survey, which
reveals concerns about US-China bilateral
relationship and policy?

WZ: Companies need to stay very
involved. By that | mean they have to let their
opinions and situations be known to US
policymakers, and it is their representatives
and associations that represent them, like the
American Chamber of Commerce. Because
what we will be doing is taking their opinions
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and bringing those to US policymakers. We
don't want to make any other
recommendations like don't invest [or] invest
more. We don't really know what's going to
happen yet. But | am confident [and]
optimistic, that we can find a way that is
going to help level the playing field and be a
benefit to both countries.

JIN: As per the survey, why would US
companies based in China say "China's
environment now discourages
investment, with 8 in 10 saying they feel
foreign companies are less welcome than
in the past" when in recent years several
new Free Trade Zones opened? Do not
these Free Trade Zones make investment
in China easier and more attractive than
ever before?

WZ: If the free trade zones are managed
well and if the people in charge of the free
trade zones are responsive to those who are
looking to invest and [especially] those that
have already invested, to make sure that [the]
free trade zone continues to be a good place

to do business, then a free trade zone is a very
good idea. | think that what we've seen is a
limitation in what industries foreigners can
invest in China. To that extent, it's not a very

good investment environment.

Comparing the US investment
environment with the Chinese investment
environment, the US is much more open. The
Chinese is much more closed. Whether it's
requiring a Chinese partner in certain
industry sectors; or only allowing a certain
percentage of foreign investmentin a
company in certain industry sectors; or not
allowing investment at all in certain industry
sectors. We don't see that there has been
significant improvement or a significant
opening up of these sectors in China. I know
there is a new circular out from the State
Council which is saying that sectors will be
opened up, that certain sectors will be
liberalized. And if that's true, that's always
good.

You know we are negotiating with the
Chinese a bilateral investment treaty, and part
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of that is a negative list. Now the negative list
is a way of approaching investment that the
US recommends and always uses itself. That
negative list is a list of industries that
foreigners can not invest [in]. The Chinese
have agreed to a negative list. So good, we've
got a negative list. The issue now that we are
working with our Chinese interlocutors on is
making that list shorter. And as of yet, even
after thirty-four negotiation sessions on the
bilateral investment treaty between America
and China, the list is still very, very long. And
50 this is part of what makes the investment
environment not so good.

To the extent that we can make ita
globalized effort, with data flows much freer
internationally and even domestically, then it
could be a very good environment because
we have many, many, many brilliant Chinese
who can contribute to innovation and it
would be wonderful to be able to access
[them]. Of course we could access them now
if we had more free flow of information. The
Chinese have been very clear, and | have to
give the Chinese government credit for being
very transparent about what the economic
plan as is spelled out in Made in China 2025.
[It] lists industry sectors that China wants to
focus on to absorb foreign technology, make
that technology their own and become a
world leader in that technology; [such as]
renewable energy, electric vehicles, new
materials, [and] semiconductors. What many
foreign industry folks are concerned about is
that these are major industries. [When]
investing in that technology in China there's
the risk that IP is not as well protected. And
the strategy for China is to actually take that
technology, absorb it, make it its own and use
it to become a world leader in that
technology. And the major concern there is
that these industries will be protected and
supported by the Chinese government rather
than market driven.

JIN: How would you describe the
dominant spirit of the current China
investment climate?

WZ: 40% of our members are slowing
their investment into China for a number of
reasons, policy-related reasons, protectionism
reasons but also because the economy is
slowing in China. 56% of US companies hold
China as a priority investment destination,
but in 2012 that number was almost 80%. So
there’s slowing down of interest. 1 out of 4
members is either planning to decrease
investment or has already done it.

MW:There are two parts to my answer.
First, | don't think that it's not any more
difficult than it has been over the last 10
years. | think some of the challenges may
have changed. In some ways the maturing of
Chinese laws, regulations, policies, has made
it less flexible. So there is also an adjustment
for companies as they have to adhere to
stricter and tighter regulations. On one hand
we want to have clear transparent rules and
laws but on the other hand we also want to
have flexibility. So we want to have them
both as businesses. | think along with the
new normal in terms of growth slowing
down, we also have to recognize that there’s
a new normal in terms of regulations and
how they are going to be enforced.

JIN: What are the keys to succeed as
an American investor in China despite the
current uncertainties?

MW: I think for most companies now it's
no longer about trading with China but
investing in China for the domestic market.
The quicker, the faster you can getto a
localized product and localized service, then
localized management. In our company, for
example, we employ literally hundreds of
people but I'm the only expat in the
company. | think for us very early we adopted
the policy that we were going to build for
China. We use different technology than we
use in the US. HR, all the functions are built for
China. There is nothing that we really
borrowed from the US other than some
intellectual property and knowledge of our
industry. But everything else we built for
China. | think that's been the key for our
success and most companies that have been
successful is they've learned to build for
China and gotten away from trading with
China.

Five or six years ago you would talk
about localizing a product or service that you
built in the US and now you are building
products that are specifically designed and
researched in China. I think that has changed
dramatically over the last 10 years. You just
don't hear people talking about GM localizing
a Buick. Now they are basically researching
and developing cars in China. That's really a
major shift in how people think about China.
Even people like Nike often release their new
products in China first because they don't
want them to be copied. They get to the
market here first and then deal with the rest
of the world.

AmCham China, Tianjin's Monthly Executive Briefing this February focused
on a timely topic that is important to all of our members — the policy direction
of the Trump administration and the implications for the American business
community in China. As the first month of the new administration has
unfolded, many are anxious to gain better insights into the future of US-China
trade in an ever-changing environment. Approximately 40 members of the
foreign business community gathered on February 16 at the Renaissance
Tianjin Lakeview Hotel to attend the briefing.

The event’s speaker was Lester Ross, the current Chair of both the Policy

Committee and Insurance Forum at AmCham China. As someone who is in
frequent communication with both American and Chinese government
officials, he is also uniquely qualified to provide insight into the Trump
administration’s China policy. He offered members his thoughts on what to
expect in the new administration, and shared some of his key takeaways
including:

The Trump Administration faces multiple challenges in East Asia, and
currently is preparing a strategy to address them.

The United States'abandonment of the Trans-Pacific Partnership has
opened the door for bilateral trade agreements, but has lessened the amount
of leverage available to the United States in East Asia.

The United States'economic policy is increasingly becoming tied to its
national security.

The presentation’s content clearly resonated among audience members,
with Les fielding multiple questions from attendees. Martin Winchell, the Chair
of AmCham China, Tianjin, commented on how the presentation was
particularly useful in a period of some uncertainty.“[Lester Ross] presentation
today was timely given the awkward start to the new administration’s trade,
China, and related policies,” he said.“While there are not clear answers to
important questions, Lester was able to provide insight into some potential
themes that will help AmCham members be better prepared”

EMBRACING
THE INTERNSHIP

n internship can make or break a

student’s academic success. This is

particularly true in Tianjin where

some colleges may require the

individual to complete an
internship before being able to qualify for
graduation. Sadly, some deal with the
situation by resorting to fraudulently
arranging for a company to provide them
with an official statement saying they
completed an internship without ever
actually doing so. Despite this option being
widely known and relatively inexpensive in
terms of how much of a bribe is needed to
get such a document, the issue of honestly
aside, anyone opting for this tactic loses out
big time. Why?
Internship Value

An internship should be looked at as a

valuable opportunity, not simply a
requirement for graduation. How so? In the
context of this discussion, an internship refers
to a student participating in some form of
work at an institution for modest
compensation or in some cases without any
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pay at all. Yet, the key lies in the experience
and relationship.

Chinese students especially need to
realize the value of a good internship. Instead
of trying to get out of doing some hard work,
they need to cultivate a positive attitude of
what an internship can do for them in terms
of setting up future secular success. No matter
how great the school or how fantastic the
degree, almost every new graduate faces the
same dilemma, they have obtained an
education but lack real world work
experience. Theoretically, this is the exact
problem that actually completing an
internship solves.

Few things are as valuable as
“relationships”in Chinese culture. Tianjinis a
classic example of a conservative northern
Chinese city where opportunities are as much
about who you know, as they are what you
know. It is important that students don't miss

out on how an internship can help in this area.

A popular Chinese saying is:"2%—A~ 4,
% —2%B%" (dud yi ge péngyou, dud yi tido ).
This rather literally translates to:“another

friend, another road”Its basic meaning is that
with every new friend comes a new
opportunity, particularly in terms of business
or financial. While local students certainly are
aware of this saying, they may make the
mistake of thinking they already have
sufficient ‘connections”to find work after
graduation. Thus, blowing off an internship
and getting a fake letter of completion is no
big deal. Further consideration of that saying
though could readjust such faulty thinking.
Since students usually lack business
relationships of their own due to being in class
for last several years, they often fall back on
those available via family.

While it is true parents may have some
decent professional relationships of their own
which they are more than willingly to share
with their children this isn't always without
complications. For example, when an
internship is obtained via a family contact, it
means the family name is now on the line.
This makes it more challenging if any
disagreements come up at work. A child will
invariably feel more pressure to perform well
and avoid rocking the boat at a family
introduced internship. Parents will be quite
invested in an internship they arranged.
Likewise, they will be very concerned about
not damaging the relationship by anything
their child does on the job. Adult children
looking to avoid their parents being overly
invested in their employment related
decisions may opt to find their internship
independently. By means of an internship, the
individual can take a big step in starting to
build their own professional network. Ideally a
balance must be found between leveraging
the good name a family member may have
within the local community and simply
getting stuck following the path of one’s
parents because it is the one of least
resistance.

Internship Selection

Since internships often offer little to no
pay to the intern, it stands to reason finding a
willing company won't be ridiculously hard.
Still, when selecting where to intern be
judicious. Instead of simply taking the first
offer, or one that pleases the parents, think
about which opportunity will best equip you
for future employment. An internship
provides a valuable opportunity to burst the
theoretical bubble which can pervade certain
campuses. Out in the real world, things don't
always go as they are portrayed in the
classroom or in a textbook. After graduation, a

top barrier to finding a good job is what
prospective employers will term:“lack of real
world experience”. This condition can cripple
even the best graduate. After all how do you
get 'real world experience”if no one gives you
an opportunity. Thus the first few jobs are
usually the toughest to land. After proving
oneself outside of the classroom progressively
moving up the ladder becomes more
plausible. Working hard at an internship can
help when trying to make the transition from
student to employee.

When choosing between different
internships look for the ones that actually give
you a chance to work hands on. The more
knowledge of how things actually operate in
the real world, the better. Be particularly open
to those that give the opportunity to work
under a specific department head or leader.
This will give you a better idea of what it
actually takes to manage a team. On the
flipside, don't avoid an internship just because
no “big boss"will be by your side on a daily
basis. Internships are what you make of them.
Be diligent and alert to the big picture. While
you may be hired simply to handle some
rather rudimentary task, you get the valuable
exposure to how a company is run.

i

An internship at a smaller firm gives
more insight into what it takes to be an
entrepreneur and run your own business.
Interning at a larger company is helpful for
those thinking they want to work for a big
company instead of themselves. Or, maybe it
is the internship which will provide you with
clarity on which environment suits you best,
redirecting your post-graduate decision.
Students can easily have unrealistic
expectations in terms of starting their own
company. A stint at a small startup could be
the perfect reality check and cure them of any
pipedreams. Thereafter they will focus on
working for a larger company where they
simply need to do their job and call it day.

At risk of an over generalization,
interning at a larger company will give you
plenty of time to work on a specific task and
try out what you've learned in the classroom.
You will likely be part of a team. Letting you
cultivate a cooperative spirit and prove you
know how to get along with others. It also lets
you scout out post-graduate opportunities
within the organization. Choosing a smaller
firm though will allow for exposure to a wider
range of activities and personalities, including
the boss who probably will be seen quite
often if the whole company works at one

location. This is great if one isn't sure which
direction they want to take their career as it
provides a more diversified intern experience.
The bottom line is, don't blow off an
internship. It is a key opportunity to start
establishing your own business connections.
In addition, it can be used to clarify any
uncertainties about which type of job you
want or even the size of company which best
suits you.

ou don't have to be in China long

before you hear about a great

hero to the country, but relatively

unknown beyond the borders of

China. Lei Feng, a cultural icon
who became famous after his death, was a
young soldier whose diary is said to
contain entries of the many altruistic things
he did for those around him. He lived
much of his short life as an orphan and was
a soldier prior to his death at the age of 21.
In fact little is known about him and much
speculation surrounds his story. After his
passing in 1962, March 5 became Lei Feng
day, a day in which schools, communities
and workplaces carry out a campaign to
encourage the general population to
volunteer their time to make the country
better. On this day, schoolchildren clean up
parks and their schools, adults take gifts to
orphanages and visit the elderly in
retirement homes. It's a day devoted to
selfless actions for the betterment of
society.

In an age when our kids generally
have way more than we did at a similar
age, | believe it's important for them to
know the importance of generosity. | just
wish it weren't limited to one day or one
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month. All March-long, you can see
slogans and posters encouraging people
to be a "living Lei Feng." Volunteering and
generosity shouldn't be limited to a certain
time; | want my children to be generous all
year long, no matter where they live in the
world.

| feel strongly about this because |
come from a very volunteer-minded family;
not a week goes by that my parents don't
give up a few hours to help with people in
their town. My parents come from modest
backgrounds. Money wasn't always
abundant, but time could be found to
shovel a widow's driveway, to deliver meals
to the neighbor who just had a baby, teach
vocational skills to developmentally
delayed individuals.

To be honest, there's not much time
for Chinese kids to get involved in
volunteer activities with all their homework
and classes, nor are opportunities easily
found like they are in America. The simplest
is to give money to the homeless. I've
heard the argument to not give; that some
of these people asking for money are just
doing it for a job. At the end of the day,
having dropped 1 yuan in their cup allows
me know that, if they truly are in need, my

small contribution allowed them a warm
bao zi. As soon as | see someone asking for
money, | slip a coin to my kids and we drop
them in the container.

Previously a colleague and | organized
students to help clean at a local
privately-run orphanage, and donated
both new and used clothing, toys and
books as well as food and money to ensure
the children and the ayis who care for
them have what they need. Upon each
arrival, the kids are shy, but after an hour,
they're playing with the others as if they
were old friends. Now | take my own kids
there a couple times a year to give our
gently used toys and clothes a new home.
On the way home, there are lots of
questions which lead to conversations on
how we can be kind and generous every
day.

It's not much, but just like drops of
water, every bit adds up over time.
Although at first | didn't like the idea of a
semi-forced volunteering day, it does allow
others to experience how fulfilling it is, and
hopefully it will encourage them to
continue giving of their time and money in
other ways. Although volunteering takes a
different form here, | want to model it for
my kids so that it becomes second nature
for them, just like my parents did with me.

A Fresh Beginning

A new semester begins. With the help
of many people, the children at the Tianjin
Jian Hua Autism Rehabilitation Center have
new learning tools in the classroom;
classroom equipment has improved,
raising the children’s interest and helping
their attention spans. For the teachers, the
new teaching aids are inspiring greater
creativity, raising the quality of their
teaching, and the expanded methods of
teaching are bringing about new
opportunities.

In order to help the children to better
study the position and function of each
room in the home, the teachers designed
curriculum to study the various parts of the
home and their functions. In order to
facilitate the teaching, the center
purchased wooden villa teaching aids. The
design of the model villa is original, chic,
and, especially in its design of the different
functions of the rooms, very detailed.

In addition to the classroom
improvements in the group class, the
center also added some new training

equipment for sensory integration. The
most popular of these among the children
is undoubtedly a small bike. In order to
meet the diverse needs of children of
different abilities, the center purchased
two-wheeled bicycles, three-wheeled
bicycles, and bicycles. The children
improve their sense of balance and
coordination. The activities are also very
fun.

For some children with autism, the
slower development of hand movements
not only limits their participation in
hands-on activities, but also affects their
language development. In order to enrich
the learning process, the teachers at the
center often design hands-on class
activities in the group curriculum
specifically for these children so they can
have a more rich and interesting learning
experience. The variety of table teaching
tools increase the children'’s interest in the
activities, significantly improving teaching
effectiveness.

The new semester has begun; the
new teaching aids have brought about
new lessons in the children’s curriculum,
and also points to new hope in the new
year. We believe the children will have new
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gains and progress in the new year, and
the teachers likewise will also have new
inspiration and joys.

SUNSHINE COUNSELING CENTER
OF RARE DISORDERS by David Wang

n December 2013, the Taiyang or

Sunshine Center was established

to help patients with

Osteogenesis Imperfecta (Ol),

which is a rare disease that
affects person’s bones, making them very
brittle and prone to breaking. There is no
cure.

By May 2014, it was opened and
registered in Tianjin Wuging District.
Taiyang is the first rare disease public
organization in China based on the
long-term use of psychology, social work
and other professional methods for Ol
(osteogenesis imperfecta) and other rare
disease groups and their families to provide
ward care, education, rehabilitation and
psychological support.

Their Mission: To provide medical
solutions, transmission of warmth and
vision to rare disease groups to accept
themselves, to see their full potential, have
effective participation in their social life and
the formation of pluralistic communion
social environment.

The Taiyang Services: Wuging District
People's Hospital of Osteogenesis
Imperfecta treatment center, admitted
each year more than 1,000 Ol patients from
all over the country. Ol (osteogenesis
imperfecta) and rare disease sufferers
number about 10 million or so in China.
They lack partners have long-term pain and
suffering, family poverty, etc.

In January 6,2017, "The Ol Cai Le Love
Hospital" project was started with support
from the China Foundation for Poverty
Alleviation. It is expected that about 1,000
Ol sufferers, annually from all over the
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country will come to Wuging District
People's Hospital osteogenesis imperfecta
treatment center in the next two years. The
project was supported and guided by
Municipal Civil Affairs Bureau and Municipal
Women's Federation Venture Partners. The
project was supported by the ME
Innovation Program for a total of 500,000
Yuan in two years.

The Center volunteers provide a great
deal of dedicated care and service at their
ward located in the Wuging District
People's Hospital. They have been able to
secure more than 5,000 books, school
supplies and toys for patients free of
charge.

They ensure that the ward has a
proper nutrition plan for patients and
provide daily supplies of pure milk and
other nutritional supplements. They even
provide a life convenience package of
towels, cups and other necessities of life to
facilitate the patient during hospitalization.
They tell stories, play games and other
forms of companionship, to reduce their
fear of surgery and pain and help with a
smooth treatment plan. Volunteers will
provide assistance for families who cannot
provide life care for patients with special
difficulties, to provide hospital care after
surgery, out of hospital escort and other
services. They provide a free car shuttle
service between the hospital and patient’s
home, if needed.

The Center provides rehabilitation of
the whole person, advocating "medical -
rehabilitation - education and social life,"
the balance of the whole concept of
rehabilitation. Education for the younger

patients and future employment; and
integration into the community for the
older ones.

Volunteers help patients expand their
horizons; relieve stress, the establishment
of a peer network. Distance education is
provided as an extension and follow-up of
the small classroom, to build an
educational platform with other network
classes, so that those that must remain in
the home due to rare diseases and other
disabled partners can have access to online
learning.

Psychological support is an important
aspect of the services, either by
one-on-one or by a group of professional
psychological counseling. Taiyang hope
that their patients have rich and colorful
dreams to overcome difficulties, feel love
and make life more meaningful.

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BULLY, TO TOUGHEN

YOU UP OR BEAT YOU DOWN

iu Lizhu was not aware her shy,
15-year-old son had been bullied at
school until he ended up in hospital
with a ruptured spleen.

So begins another article in a series of
news stories that have reported beatings,
burnings and forced strippings in what CNN
described as‘an epidemic of bullying in China!

The term‘epidemic’suggests that
bullying is something new and these horrific
examples are a frequent occurrence.
‘nobullying.com’an online forum for helping
stop bullying, shows that it is a worldwide
problem as ancient as society itself. Moreover,
examples that result in assault are thankfully
rare, more typically, the bullying behaviour
goes unnoticed and unreported. What is new,
is the open discussion of the issue in Chinese
news and particularly on social media.
Discussion changes attitudes

In the west, bullying has been a recurring
media topic for decades. Over time it's
definition and scope has grown, it is no longer
confined to playground and classroom
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behaviour, it is now recognised to exist on line,
in the workplace and between corporations
and countries. Recently, a popular soap opera
in the UKran a story about bullying behaviour
within a marriage.

The gradual change in its recognition as a
type of behaviour has been accompanied by a
shift in attitudes and response. High profile
stories, like those emerging in China,
campaigns by concerned relatives and friends
of victims, realistic story lines on childrens TV
programs and popular celebrities revealing
their own bullying experiences, have helped
educate and to change the image of those
involved. The debating of the issues involved
have created an increasing awareness of the
harm it causes and slowly lead to changes in
attitudes and the law. Today, there is a
generation of young people who are more
able to admit to being bullied and a society
that has a better awareness and tools in place
to deal with it.

Certainly attitudes in the west have
changed. As a boy, repeated name calling and

intimidation were considered part of growing
up. They toughened you up for the hard life
ahead. Wearing glasses, being fat, short or
poor, or in any other way different, prompted
taunts, exclusion from friendship groups and a
reason for being picked out and picked upon.
Books and movies were replete with the casual
bullying by peers that made the behaviour a
societal norm. A teacher or parent’s response
was typically the children’s rhymeSticks and
stones may break your bones, but names will
never harm you!
Denial and trivialising

China has just begun this process of
discussion. | asked some young people about
the topic, hoping to get some opinion of how
common itis. But they all told me it doesn't
happen. Their notion of bullying is still like the
extreme examples they've read on line rather
than repeated harassment or intimidation'as
it's defined in the UK. The common response
to name calling and habitual teasing is still to
grin and bear it, to keep their heads down and
be part of the crowd. That it’s an unavoidable

or essential part of growing up. Possibly for
many parents and teachers, being a child in
China during the 1980s and 90s presented
other concerns, name calling may seem
comparatively trivial.

Likewise, nuisance calls and more
recently on-line bullying, provoked the same
dismissive response by those brought up
without telephones or social networking. The
early advice was blow a whistle into the
receiver, ignore the messages, leave the social
group, delete or un-friend someone. The initial
reaction to bullying is to expect the victim to
deal with the problem themselves.

Actions and reactions

At present, most of the action against
bullying is coming from the family members of
the victims. For Lizhu's son, it was his angry
cousin who took to social media, posting
graphic images of the injuries. The result
received much public attention, prompting
other cases to come forward and sparked
heated discussions about the lack of legal
protection for victims. Schools responded to
most of these incidents by penalizing
perpetrators with a mark on their school
records. The most serious, including Lizhu's
son, have been settled by compensation to
the family of the bullied child. The apparent
lack of punishment of the bully has caused the
Chinese public to demand the government
reform Child Protection Laws because under
the age of 14 a child cannot be charged with a
crime.

In the west, although bullying is a crime,
the police aren't contacted where children are
concerned, unless it involves physical assault.
Typically, the school is involved because they

are required by law to have in place policies
that includes measures to prevent bullying
among pupils. Schools are legally responsible
to do all they reasonably can to stop and
prevent bullying it knows (or should have
known) about. Policies include training
teachers to identify signs of bullying and
producing procedures for dealing with it.
Punishment such as detention and exclusion
from activities and classes are possible, but the
primary interventions are counselling and
education. The approach is less about
punishment and more about understanding
and addressing the reasons behind the bully’s
behaviour.

Reasons to solutions.

Addressing the causes of bullying is
difficult as it requires the behaviour to be first
identified. Chinese people don't share the
same view of society we have in the west. You
won't hear someone being challenged by a
stranger about dropping litter, or spitting, nor
complaining about the neighbours BBQ
smoke because, as I've heard said, they have
no relationship with them!Equally, Chinais a
society where people are less forward about
discussing their problems with strangers.
Consequently, the victim is reluctant to come
forward with the problem and bystanders are
less likely to intervene.

Some research suggests that many of the
perpetrators are part of the "left behind
generation”" Children who barely see their
parents because they are working far from
home in China's factory boomtowns. Or have
been sent away to school - so called
parachute kids.

In response to the online pressure, the
Chinese government launched an
anti-bullying campaign for schools last May.
The approach was to put requirements on
Education departments and schools to create
policies and procedures along similar lines to
the legal obligations in the west.

However, the campaign only lasted until
the end of 2016. It takes many years of
continuous effort to change the beliefs and
attitudes that prevent us from recognising and
addressing bullying. If contemporary stories
are a barometer of current attitudes then this
year's Hollywood movie'Hacksaw ridge’shows
there is still progress to be made. The funny’
name calling, routine ridiculing and belittling
of army cadets illustrated the archaic notion

that it was a necessary part of the toughening
up required. - We should have been appalled
instead of amused.

So long as bystanders do nothing, in the
belief that it's harmless, or character building,
or think that we have no relationship to those
involved then bullying will continue. It starts in
playgrounds, but such habits persist into the
workplace and into relationships. We stop it by
taking the issue seriously, by recognising the
signs, by reporting and openly disapproving of
the behaviour; especially when we're not the
target of the bully.

They loved Mr.FB so
obviously formed some sort of bond with him,
as did he with them. If she had thought the
whole thing through including consequences,
she might have wondered how her parents
would have felt if her scheme had been
discovered. They would surely have felt that
they had been deceived, lied to. They would
no longer have a potential son-in-law to place
their hopes on, so no doubt would have felt
bitterly disappointed. Mr. FB was probably the
first Westerner they had ever had dealings
with, so to find that that he was part of the
deception would really have left a bad
impression.

a tangled web we weave when first we
practice to deceive. In due time Miss FMP will
have to break the bad news to her
disappointed family that Mr. FB is no more.

However, with
the improvement of living standards over the
years, the importance of these shoes has
declined and now there are fewer people who
produce or use the craft.

Bu Suzhen, a 97 years old grandmother,
lives in the Xijingyu Village of Yuyang Town in
the Jinzhou District of Tianjin. She is well
known for making baby shoes. This year, during
the Spring Festival period, this grandmother
received almost a hundred orders for baby
shoes. Despite modern advances many people
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still want a pair of traditional baby shoes for
their child.

When the grandmother was a little girl,
she made shoes with her mother. At the age of
18, she married and moved from Fujun Mount
to the Xijingyu Village. There was a custom in
the village, that when a baby was born, the
local people would give the child a pair of baby
shoes. So she continued making them.

Bu's baby shoes are distinctive because
they are of a beautiful appearance, they are
comfortable on the feet and wear well. With
her fine workmanship, the shoes are always
welcomed and valued by the local people.In
2010, the Xijingyu Village won the prestigious
title of "China Historical And Cultural Village"
Since then, the village's popularity has
increased, with more and more people visiting

injiang is featured in our Travel article
in this month’s issue. It is truly an
interesting part of China and very
different in culture and cuisine. In
recent years, Xinjiang food and has
started to become available in other parts of
China. InTianjin, there are dozens of restaurants
featuring Xinjiang dishes. Xinjiang Cuisine has
also made its way to the west. The Herembag
Xinjiang chain is found throughout China and
recently opened a branch in San Francisco.
The main foods used in this cuisine are:
roasted mutton, kabobs, beef, and roasted fish,
rice and naan bread. For flavoring the food,
spices include: cumin seeds, red pepper flakes,
salt and black pepper. Raisins are abundant in
the region and used often in their cooking.

Signature dishes
Kababs (spelled Kabob in the west) Chuanr 5
The most commonly recognized Xinjiang
food has to be the “Kabab"or Chuanrin
Chinese, the Chinese character even looks like it
HH. These are bits of mutton stabbed by
skewers, sprinkled liberally with spices of cumin,
pepper flacks, salt and pepper and barbecued
over hot coals or an electric grill. In recent years,
the charcoal has been replaced by electric grills
due to pollution concerns but hasn't affected
the popularity of this dish.
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Da Pan Ji K#&E4 Big Plate Chicken

Is a whole chicken stewed in a large pan
with spices. After the meat is eaten, noodles are
cooked in the remaining broth and carcass to
absorb all the flavors.

The Naan bread from this region is similar
to the Indian variety cooked in a tandoor oven
but is crispier and cooked with the same cumin
spices and salt and pepper. It goes well with the
dishes mentioned above. You can see these
pizza-shaped breads dried and piled up highin
markets but taste great after being steamed or
heated up.

Staple Foods

ShoulLa Mian==$i7Jf] (Hand Pulled
Noodles)

This is very similar to the Chinese dish
using noodles that are also hand pulled but the
Xinjiang dish is prepared in the Uygur fashion
and has a distinctive flavor. It can be served in a
soup, commonly mutton or beef or served fried
with vegetables and meat called “Dry Fried
Noodles’ 118 “Gan Chau Mian'. Not really
completely dry but has a moist sauce rich in
flavors of tomatoes, peppers and onions. Both
are very good ‘comfort foods"when you want
to feed that carbohydrate fix.

Polu or Pilaf Rice, U/t Zhua Fan

Another typical Uygur dish is Polu or Pilaf,

utton Skewers

in Chinese it s call Zhua Fan#lIU, it literally
means “Grabbed Rice”because the traditional
way of eating this is by hand. It is a rice dish
made by first frying mutton or chicken with
carrots then adding onions and oil and spices.
The rice is added at the end and steamed with
raisins or dried apricots.

Shorpa (Chorba) 71 Lamb Soup and
Rice

This soup or stew originates from Persia or
what is now Iran. The main ingredient is lamb
or mutton and the soup is boiled for several
hours with the meat on bone, vegetables such
as carrots, tomatoes and potatoes are added.
Some recipes call for grains such as barley and
rice. What you end up with is a rich broth and
stew, which is a meal by itself. (Lamb is a young
sheep, mutton is meat from a full-grown sheep
and the term can also be used for goats; much
of the mutton in China is what we refer to as
goat)

Snacks

Sangza {7 San Ziis a popular Xinjiang
snack consisting of deep-fried noodles in a
twisted pyramid shape. The snack is made by
pulling wheat flour dough into thin strips,
which are deep-fried. Bunches of the strips are
then shaped into rings, which are stacked into a
pyramid.

Kao Bao Zi /%3 T-Baked Buns are like
very large dumplings stuffed with mutton and
veggies, usually carrots. They are traditionally
baked in an oven just like a Tandoori oven. They
make a rich snack but probably highin
cholesterol so try to stop at a couple.

Beverages

There is a Xinjiang Black Beer that is
available in some Xinjiang restaurants; it has a
much heavier taste than local beers. Since
grapes are in abundance in the area, there are
several Xinjiang wines; most are a newer
vintage and lighter in taste. Chinese style teas
are very prevalent, although the region not
known as a tea producing area. If you really
want to go local they have a ceremonial drink
made from Horse Milk, but | suggest you pass
on this one, it has a taste that only a local could
accept.

Desserts

The most famous dessert is probably
Uygur Nut Cake BI4"Qie Gao” or Walnut Cake
B “He Tao Gad', You have probably seen
these available on the street on the back of a
3-wheel bike. It's a massive cake about 6 inches
high made of flour, nuts and dried fruits. If you
want a piece, the vendor will cut off a piece
with a huge knife but you had better confirm a
price before committing.

Another favorite is their yogurts or called
"Sour Milk"FR W3 "Suan Nai”these are usually
made in the texture of a jello and not sweet but
a refreshing taste. Some will add some raisins
and cooked rice, very similar to our rice
pudding.

Fruits and Nuts

Probably because the climate of Xinjiang,
extreme warm and cold, the land produces
very good fruit and nuts. One of these are the
Hami Melon % JIX which originates from a
Hami city in Xinjiang. It is similar to a cantaloupe
but shaped more like a larger rugby ball and
very tasty when ripe.

The red jujube Z1& Hong Zao is
probably the largest and best from this region.
As mentioned before, grapes are everywhere
and if you visit in the summer and early
autumn, you will see rows of brick huts drying
them into raisins. The dry desert-like climate
makes it ideal to preserve the fruit.

XingRen, Cashewsf#5 YaoGuo and Filberts 1%
“f- Zhenzi are to name a few of the most
popular nuts that find their way to the Tianjin
markets.

Conclusion

As you can see Xinjiang may be
thousands of kilometers away but the cuisine
has certainly become popular lately and if you
use the Jin Advisor app, you can find many
options to enjoy this very unique adventure in
food.

apps which can be used during

daily life to handle a number of

different situations. For expats

they may see both of these apps
as Chinese versions of Craigslist.

The first app is: 58[Fl¥k (tdng chéng).
When opening the app be ready for ad
pages promoting features. Once on the
home screen, in the top left corner you can
choose the city from the dropdown. Be
aware this is a Chinese interface offering
characters only. Consider it yet another
great opportunity to learn Chinese related
to daily life. In addition to choosing your
city, there is also a search bar for searching
key words using Chinese characters. For
those that allow camera access to the app,
you can also scan QR codes. Also on the
home page are a few icons offering access
to core features such as:“Second Hand
Goods” (ZF#f érshouwupin)
“House Rental” (F155 zafang) ,“Full-time
Jobs” (BRI quanzhi zhaopin)

"Part-time Jobs”  (FEHHIA jianzhi
zhaopin) and“Home Services” (FEL
jiazhéng) .The bottom of the screen offers
the following tabs: “Home Page” (5 7T
shouye), "Discover” (& faxian) ,"Post”
(&7 fabu), and “Information” (14 Exiaoxi)
and “Personal Center” (4> A H.L> gérén
zhongxin).

The second app is: HEHE M
(gdnjiwdng). This app is very similar to 58
Tongcheng. It too will first want you to
select the location either manually or
automatically via GPS if permission has
been granted. Again, top left lets the user
choose a city; followed by a search bar for
queries made using Chinese characters or
QR code. Information (¥4 5. xiaoxi) is
available in the top right corner. Much like
58 Tongcheng key categories are displayed.
In some case the vocabulary is only slightly
different.

Both apps also offer local weather
including temperature and air quality
index. Core features in terms of searching

for places to rent, jobs, and goods for sale
are the same. The biggest thing expats
need to know is to very cautious. As with
Craigslist abroad, there are no guarantees
when it comes to who or what may be
encountered via these apps. Plus, the risk
factor is slightly higher considering
non-Chinese users will be linguistically
challenged and far less familiar with the
latest local scams. Therefore, the best tip is
to use these apps with the help of a trusted
Chinese friend until one has a pretty solid
grasp on the language and detecting
trouble. As a rule of thumb, take a friend
when going to see places for rent or
checking out goods to buy. Outside of
shopping or moving, these apps are
fantastic for learning real world Chinese via
the ads.

Pulmonary Function Tests

LUNG TESTING

o matter where a person lives,

there will be specific

environmental characteristics

that will invariably affect one’s

health. Each part of the world,
country, and province has its own unique
environmental issues. Forinstance, those
living in tropical climates may have to be
cautious of mosquitoes and the diseases
that they carry. For others, in areas with
great exposure to the sun, skin cancer
might be of concern. China has its own
special factors as well. Anyone who has
spent any period of time here, especially in
the north during the winter season, knows
well that pollution is no small problem.
Over time this will begin to affect a
person’s health. The truth is that pollution
can affect someone’s health in many ways,
but for this article we will be discussing the
lungs.

Our lungs being healthy and pink are
critical to our living a full and energetic life.
They are vital in taking in oxygen and
getting rid of carbon dioxide. So,
obviously, having them work well is
important. What though, if you find you
are having difficulty breathing. Maybe
have an ongoing cough or some
wheezing. You may feel it is time to see the
doctor. What types of tests may a doctor
perform?

There are tests known as Pulmonary
Function Tests (PFTs). These tests measure
how well your lungs are working as well as
the amount of air flow in and out. One test
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is called the Spirometry test. For this test
you will put your mouth tightly around a
mouthpiece with a nose clip on your nose
to make sure you are breathing only
through your mouth. Then you will be
instructed to breath in various ways by the
doctor. This test will show how well your
lungs are functioning and will help the
doctor greatly in diagnosing any type of
lung issues.

A lung plethysmography test may also
be done. This test is taken in an air tight
booth. Because it is air tight, when you
breathe in and out the pressure in the
booth can be measured to determine your
total lung capacity (TLC).

A doctor may also use a stethoscope
to listen to your lungs as you breathe in
and out. This can help him determine if
there is any type of fluid in the lungs.
Doctor’s may also take a chest x-ray to help
them in diagnosing any type of lung issue.

[tis important that before you get any
type of lung testing done to ask the doctor
how you should prepare. You may be
instructed not to eat a heavy meal prior to
taking the test or to abstain from smoking.
[t is also important to remember that not
every test is suitable for everyone. These
are all conversations that should be had
with your doctor. Since neither any one
doctor nor test is perfect, consider getting
multiple opinions and being judicious
about any treatment suggestions.

You should also be aware that while
doing these tests it is possible to become

lightheaded or dizzy, so be sure to let your
doctor know of any symptoms you may be
feeling.

The bottom line is, if you are
experiencing breathing issues, make sure
to see your doctor and get things checked
out! Hopefully though everyone has clear
and easy breathing!

should be left up to chance,

especially when living in Tianjin.

Some expats will actually bring

battery powered detectors from
home. In such case replacement batteries
like 9V and AA are widely available.
However be sure to use only legitimate
name brand batteries from reputable
stores. IKEA for example has a good
selection of batteries. Another option is to
buy these detectors after arrival. This is
especially important if you prefer devices
that plug in whereby electrical current is
another issue to be considered.

It terms of which detectors to buy, a
few rather necessary ones are: smoke
detector MHZEHEME (yanwa tanceq)),
carbon monoxide detector (—4 b
aF yly&inghua tanceqj), and smog detector

(ZFEEILwimai jiancéyl) . However
the types of different detectors available
are hardly limited to just these. As usual,
Jingdong is a good place to start the
search. Open up the app and search either
of these three Chinese character
combinations: #EMIFEE (tanceq) or # ML
(jianceyf). A wide array of detectors will be
displayed. For example there is a hand held
metal detector (FHRHXEBEHENMES
shotichishi jinshii tancéqi) available for a
mere 88 RMB. This is the type typically used

to conduct basic security checks before
entering a specific location. Another type
of metal detector at 629 RMB is used to
discover underground metal objects (1
S JRFENE dixia jinshi tanceqi), such as on
the beach orin a park. Since many homes
in Tianjin have natural gas, having a hand
held combustible gas detector (G #<ik
BEMIZ yirdnaititanceqi) can be useful. Of
course, any possible leaks should be
reported to the gas company immediately.
The phone number for the Tianjin Gas
Company is: 2300 6777.They will send a
technician out to test the area in question
and/or make any repairs. In the mean time,
shut off the gas to the apartment and
open the windows. Leave the immediate

area and wait in a location that has plenty
of fresh air.

Home safety is no joke. Make your
stay in Tianjin enjoyable by ensuring your
personal safety. Either bring detectors from
home, or immediately upon arrival buy
them locally. Install them as appropriate in
each room of the house. Since others may
fail to use these detectors, consider
carrying them with you when you travel
and using them in the room you stay in.
They also make great gifts!

e all know that Wechat is

multi-faceted. It's so much

more than just an app on

our phones for chatting. No

exaggeration, it's pretty
much our life. Going along with that,
Wechat can also be used in our language
studies!

Whether we are foreigners trying to
slowly improve our faltering Mandarin skills
or a local Chinese person trying to take our
English to the next level, we can use
multiple avenues of study resources right
within Wechat.

Wechat Official Accounts

To boost your reading comprehension
for free, there's no better way than by
subscribing to various official accounts in
your Wechat chat list. If you go to your
main window in Wechat, you may have
noticed a blue icon with the word
"Subscriptions” next to it.

The closest comparison we have to
this in the west would be the old RSS feed
readers for blogs and websites that you'd
subscribe to. Or more recently, Snapchat's
verified “official stories”accounts.

Once you find an official account and
subscribe to it, you'll receive their updates
in this list. They'll have a little red dot in the
top right corner of the icon when a new
article has been posted. In this list, there
are thousands of possible accounts to
subscribe to, and many are unique for
learning languages.

Finding the quality accounts can be
difficult, though.

One way to find them is simply by

using the search bar and typing in “English”
or“Mandarin” or whatever language you
want. But the most common way to find
top-notch accounts is to watch what your
friends are posting on their Moments
feeds. If you like one of the articles, follow
the account for yourself to receive all of
their future posts.

Wechat Groups

Another good way to track your
improvements is to make your own
language learning chat group. First you
need to find friends who agree to help you
in your journey, then add them to a group!

For example, we have a group called
“Mandarin Corner”where we've added a
few Chinese friends as well as a couple
foreign friends who are also studying.
Whenever one of us has a question about a
word or phrase, we type it in the group.
Maybe there's a sign we don't understand
- take a photo and send to the group.
Usually someone will know the answer and
reply within a couple hours.

We can also use this to keep track of
our vocabulary progress or certain
sentence's grammar structure. With the
“Search History”function in the chat group
settings, we can quickly find words that
we've forgotten. Reviewing and
remembering has really never been more
convenient.

There are even special private groups
set up around certain topics that you can
listen to as many times as you want. Mostly
used for speaking and listening skill
development, these groups usually cost a
small fee.

Also, Wechat Groups are not publicly
searchable, as of yet, so you'd need to either
create it yourself, be invited into it by a friend,
or extract that group's specific QR code.

Private Wechat Tutors

Finally, just like in real life, you can pay
people for their time to teach you their
language. For this method, you have to be
a lot more proactive to find people willing
and experienced. It doesn't matter if you're
a student or a teacher, you can use Wechat
to learn or to teach!

Just add the person's Wechat, agree
on a price and a timeframe (probably
around 15-30 minutes at a time), prepare
or suggest a lesson plan, and start learning.
Payment can be given through Wechat
Wallet and we suggest that if you've never
met the person before, get a couple
recommendations first before sending
them money.

If you're not satisfied with their
Wechat class, tell them ways to get better
or just find someone else.

With these free and paid options to
better your language ability in Wechat, you
have no excuse to not be a language
master by the end of 2017 - Good luck,
and as always, let us know if you have any
qguestions...

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DISSECTING DIDI . cnersie

idi (33 didi) began with a

simple idea, use an app on your

phone to call a cab. Now it has

many different service options.

Here are a few tips to help identify
which is most suitable.

The first car choice available is: Pz
kuaiché. Put simply, think of kuaiche”as
Uber. It is a privately owned car of varying
type and condition being driven by a
private party. This is essentially the cheapest
car choice provided by Didi. Input a pickup
location and a destination address. Then call
a car. Requests can be sent for immediate
pickup or for a later time. Before hitting the
“request”button though, the rider needs to
choose between “carpooling”  (##4
pinché) and“non-carpooling” (/Hf4 bu
pinché) .If the carpool option is selected,
you can specify the number of seats
needed. Be aware in some cases, you could
be sitting in the back middle seat if it's a full
car or left without a seatbelt, although
technically the latter should never happen.

The next option is: JFX4=
shunféngché. This allows riders to find a

privately owned car driven by a private
driver heading in the “same direction”and is
willing to give you a ride for a fee. Here
again, passengers are given the option to
ride solo or carpool. These rides can be
made intra- or inter-city.

The third option is a traditional “Taxi" (
HAH 4 chlzGché). Riders can send out
real-time requests or pre-book a cab. This is
the only option whereby the driver can
provide an official tax receipt.

The fourth choice is“renta car” (HZ
FHZE Zijiazaché) . There are two options,
“intra-China” (EP guénéi) or
“international”  (EEFr guoji) rental. The
latter is for renting outside of China.

The fifth type is: €4 zhuanché. The
difference between “zhuanche”and
“kuaiche”is the type of car."Zhuanche” offers
the ability to choose from one of three
“upgraded” car types. A particularly valuable
and useful option is the "7 passenger van’.
“Zhuanche”also allows users to book the car
on behalf of someone else. Passengers can
specify immediate pickup, scheduled, or
airport. The airport option lets one enter

their relevant flight information.

Didi also has the following choices.
"Designated driver” ({2 daijia) is for pickup
after drinking. “Test drive” (i shijia)
facilitates test driving cars.Public bus” (A58
godngjiao) provides information on the
nearest public buses. “Senior’s Taxi” (#i# H
F4jing 1do chazache) is a simplified
bookings interface specifically for seniors
needing a taxi.

hile an absolute eyesore, it's a

shame to have seen the old

DaHuTong fade into the

history of Tianjin. Soon, after

demolition, the large plot of
land that used to hold the sprawling
warehouses of DaHuTong will be replaced by a
rather mundane collection of apartment
buildings. Just across from the Pan Pacific hotel
with a great plot next to the Haihe River, it was
an inevitability that the old DaHuTong would
come to an end as the city has been
expanding. The plot of land will be able to give
residence to a significant amount of people for
a pretty penny, considering that the
north-facing apartments will have views of the
river while the south-facing apartments will
have beautiful views of downtown.

The monolithic warehouses used store
multiple levels filled with almost anything you
could want to buy. For those unacquainted
with DaHuTong, it was a location that hosted
locations of small shops. From Christmas
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decorations, office supplies, electronics, and
clothes; DaHuTong had it all. Allowing small
shop owners to have the opportunity to sell
their own wares meant that it was a host to
many counterfeit and knock-off products that
were a fun sight to see even if you did not
intend on purchasing them. Sweet kicks
labelled under the German metal band,
Rammstein? They had it. Fake Jordans in
strange styles that you wouldn't find
elsewhere? They had it.

Bizarre Supreme T-shirts with Mao
ZeDong and Zhou Enlai? Yup. Needed a
phone repair or replacement screen?
DaHuTong was your place. Needed to pick up
a Christmas tree and twenty mops?
DaHuTong. Wanted to get a plaque made for
your friend to commemorate some obscure
joke while snacking on takuyaki? You could
have gone to DaHuTong.

Being so close to downtown and just a
10 minute walk from the historic Gulou,
DaHuTong would make for the perfect

afternoon outing. With so much cheap food at
the old location, it was alive with constant
crowds. There was hardly a day when
DaHuTong could be considered dead. Being
able to go from a walk along the river, moving
up through the Ancient Cultural Street, and
stopping by DaHuTong to pick up a few
interesting bits and bobs would make for a
diverse little adventure. While the buildings
were dated and a bit of an eyesore along the
river, it was a success. Not only did it provide a
service to those in the city but it also allowed
thousands of business owners to have their
own small shops. Unfortunately though,
expensive apartments are more important
than the convenience of locals and the
self-employment of thousands.

All good things come to an end, but if
you still want to get in on that DaHuTong
action, you're sort of in luck. Conveniently
located just an hour outside of downtown
nearing the edge of the middle-of-nowhere is
a new ground for DaHuTong. WanLong



DaHuTong (JTF&K#AH]) is a massive
complex comprised of twelve squares, filled to
the bring with all the potential of the old
DaHuTong. Perhaps the most significant gain
of this new location is the reorganization of
the shopping complex as a whole, it's much
easier to navigate. Four rows of three square
buildings all perfectly aligned certainly lack the
original character of the original location but
are less intimidating for new shoppers. With
new apartments springing up in area and the
Tianjin Goldin Finance 117 (the second
highest skyscraper in China) within a throwing
distance, WanLong DaHuTong, will certainly
become a commercial hub for those living
outside of the city.

It's not hard on the eyes, that's for sure.
This recent reincarnation of DaHuTong has
sprung from the fires of its own demise with a
fresh new look. A much needed
modernization over the dated and grim
aesthetics of the old DaHuTong. Not only are
the buildings arranged in such a way that
gives visitors much less hassle while exploring,
it just looks nice. The new storefronts resemble
that of a mall, giving shopkeepers a beautiful
location to re-establish their businesses.
Hopefully, being further from downtown,
these new locations offer updated aesthetics
for a cheap rent. The main issue with moving
DaHuTong was relocating business owners
and throwing them out of their long
established careers. The only hope that the
future of WanLong DaHuTong has is to reel in

all the old businesses owners while fostering
support for their relocation.

While many who used to frequent the
downtown DaHuTong may feel burned over
the relocation as it makes visiting an
inconvenience, it seems that the city has been
aware of this concern. Fortunately, three
subway stations along Line 3 have buses that
head in the direction of WanLong DaHuTong.
HuaYuan %41, DaXue Cheng K243, and
GaoXinQu i#TIX all have bus stops which
lead towards the new shopping complex. Your
best bet for making it there without having to
make a long walk off the bus is to simply take
a taxi to DaXue Cheng station and then take a
short taxi ride the rest of the way.

Being so close to many universities and
new apartment complexes, it is a much

of downtown. However, it's tough to say if
most Tianjiner's living in downtown or in
northern Tianjin proper will really want to
make the lengthy journey to this location.

XinWuAiDaoYeShi is a night market located in
awarehouse near #1815 HongHuLi subway
station. This night market has a bunch of tiny
shops to explore with a wonderful snack street
just nearby. As Tianjin modernizes, upgrades,
and expands; it's only a matter of time before
some of our favorite locations are either
moved or wiped off the face of the map.

[tis easy to be critical towards the
change in location for DaHuTong, however,
the change is not entirely negative. At least
now, AoCheng does not stand alone as part of
the entertainment and shopping in the
southern outskirt of Nankai district. If you are in
the need of cheap new clothing, office
supplies, decorations, or electronics; the
WanlLong DaHuTong will be your absolute
go-to spot. Hopefully as business continues to
pick up, the city will roll out new bus routes
that will open the options of accessibility for
this little shopping city. It may have lost its
scenic location next to the Hai River but
DaHuTong lives on in Tianjin.

kilometers (in a straight line) to any coastline.

There is an abundance of history in this
region and a very different part of China. Part
of the history is centered around the Silk Road
2242 #%"SIChéu Zht LU"which travelled from
Central China to the middle East and Europe
as far back as 200BC during the Han Dynasty
and more recently prioritized with the “One
Belt One Road" —y—% "YiDai YiLU" policy of
the present government to revive trade along
this historic route.

Xinjiang is home to many ethnic groups,
the largest being Uygur at 44% and Han
(Chinese) 40%, Kazakhs 7%, and Hui 5%. You
see all signage in Chinese and Uygur 4E5/R
WeéiWU'ér which looks like an Arabic script.

With such a large area and a rich history,
you will need to be selective of a few spots to
visit in Xinjiang, so do your research and pick
the locations. Below are some of the more
popular spots, but there are numerous other

Heavenly Lake

spots not listed due to the limitations of
space. You should start with the capital,
Urumai, which has direct flights from all major
cities and you can branch out to other sites by
local air routes or train. It is also advisable to
hire a local tour guide and driver to handle
your logistics unless you are the adventurous
independent type.

Places to See

Urumai Z &K 55is the capital of
Xinjiang and has a population of 3 million and
you will find suitable accommodations from 5
star international hotels to bed and breakfast
oreven “Yurt”(a Central Asia tent)

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arrangements. While in Urumgji, consider a
day trip to Heavenly Lake about 2-3 hours
from the city, also called “TianShan TianChi" X
1K jbLake. Urumaiis a relatively new city at
its present site; the historic original site is just
10 kilometers from the city in a site called
Luntai. You can save your self that trip by
visiting the Xinjiang Regional Museum but
consider using a museum Dowson that
speaks English because most of the exhibits
are in Chinese and Uygur. Another must visit
is the Grand Bazaar #ihi [ Fr A 4L "Xinjiang
Gudji Daba Zha"which is the world's largest
Islamic bazaar and combining Islamic culture,
architecture, ethnic commerce, tourism and
entertainment. It is also one of the most
famous landmarks in Urumaji.

Kashgar&f1 is the most western city
in China and is near to the borders of Pakistan,
Afghanistan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan. It is
considered to be one of the best examples of
a preserved Islamic city to be found in Central
Asia. The Sunday Market is a very old tradition
dating back to days of the Silk Road trade and
where you can see thousands of farmers
bringing their goods to sell and local
merchants displaying their merchandise of
hand made carpets and handicrafts. The
market is open every day but Sunday is the
busiest. The city population is about 500,000
with 809% Uyghur and 20% Han Chinese. The
city receives over a million tourists annually.

li/YiningfTis also known as Gulja
(many locations in Xinjiang will be known by
different names because of the long history
and Uyghur influence) is 700 kilometers west

of Urumgqii. It borders Kazakhstan and the
region if famous for the“lli Grasslands”
beautiful fields of pasture and home of horses
and goat.

Turpan or Tufanit:- 4% "TuLuFan"is a city
of 570,000 and about 170 kilometers
southeast of Urumgi. It is some times referred
to as the Death Valley of China (a reference to
the huge desert in USA). However due to the
water system this area is famous for the
production of grapes and raisins. There are
also many natural sites and museums of
history especially related to the ancient Silk
Road.

Special Considerations

Since Xinjiang has a majority of Muslim
population, most of the food is Halal (food
that has conformed with Islamic
requirements), it is very clean and there are
many unique dishes. Xinjiang food has
become very popular throughout China. We
have devoted a separate article in this issue
describing Xinjiang Cuisine.

As with all parts of China, there is only
one time zone, Beijing Time but you have
parts of Xinjiang over 3000 kilometers west of
Beijing. For example Canada has a width of
6,000 kilometers and has over 5 time zones to
account for the different times of sunrise and
sunset. In Xinjiang the official time is the same
as Beijing, but the locals adjust their day with
“Xinjiang Time" Most stores and offices will
open at 10:00am Beijing Time and close at
7:00pm. Like wise dinner is usually around
8-9:.00pm Beijing Time.

The climate in Xinjiang is quite severe
considered to be mainly is a desert zone, so
temperatures will be as high as the 405 in
summer and cold in the winter, so dress
accordingly and you will be fine.

How to Get There

There are several direct flights from
Tianjin to Urumdji, the flight is about 4 hours
and you can make connections to the other
Xinjiang locations from there by train or local
flights. You can also take a train from Tianjin to
Xinjiang but you would be looking at about
40 hours and the cost by plane is not much
more than the train ticket. | have visited
Xinjiang several times and always enjoyed
myself.

ven the name “Leftover”is insulting.

Tradition dictates that women at the

age of 27 should get married. Over 30

and the pressure is on and people

start asking if they are married, do
you have a boyfriend, when will you plan to
get married? If not, why not? It must be very
frustrating and rude, just listening makes you
want you to tell them to shut up and mind
their own business.

The other term used is“3S’, which stands
for Seventies (born in the 70s decade), Single
and Stuck. Both are quite derogatory and really
not fair.

Itis especially difficult during the
traditional family holidays such as the Spring
Festival when families will get together. It
should be a happy time of reunion but
difficult for the single women that must
endure the questions and suggestions of
recommending prospective single men in a
matchmaking effort.

The situation sometimes becomes so
unbearable, that recent news items have
featured a growing business of “boyfriend
rentals” In order to counter those inquisitive
friends and relatives, some girls will ‘rent”a
boyfriend to pretend to be in a relationship
