China and Poland eye major deals
Key projects agreed
as part of the Belt
and Road Initiative

China and Poland agreed on
Monday to launch major pro-
jects as soon as possible as
part of the China-proposed
Belt and Road Initiative to
boost interconnectivity.

Agreements on the joint
action were signed during
President Xi Jinping’s state
visit to Poland.

Witnessed by Xi and his Pol-
ish counterpart Andrzej Duda,
the two countries signed 13
documents to boost coopera-
tion in areas including logis-
tics, industrial parks, customs
and aviation.

Xi said after the signing cer-
emony that China welcomes
Poland’s active participation
in the Belt and Road Initiative,
which is aimed at building a
trade and infrastructure net-
work connecting Asia with
Europe and Africa along the
ancient Silk Road trading
routes.

According to the agree-
ments, the two countries will
work together to map out
their development plans,
jointly establish an online Silk
Road, boost information links,

facilitate customs procedures
and improve cooperation on
infrastructure investment in
logistics.

Xue, who used to farm in
Longlou’s Xidiyuan village,
said his farmland was used
to build the center in 2010,
which led to him moving to
Longlou.

Looking to the business
opportunities the center will
bring, he borrowed 8 million
yuan ($1.21 million) from a
bank to build and open the
hotel that year.

“All rooms from this
Thursday to Monday next
week have been booked,” Xue
said, referring to the antici-
pated period for the maiden
launch of China’s new-gener-
ation Long March 7 carrier
rocket.

City cashing in on
construction of
new launch center

A new Chinese supercom-
puter has dethroned the
country’s Tianhe-2 from the
top of a list of the 500 most
powerful supercomputers in
the world.

For the first time, the coun-
try has taken top spot without
using US technology.

The newcomer, called Sun-
way TaihuLight, is twice as
fast and three times as effi-
cient as Tianhe-2.

The new system was devel-
opedby theChineseNational
Research Center of Parallel
Computer Engineering &
Technology and installed at
the National Supercomput-
ing Center in Wuxi, Jiangsu
province.

A statement from the half-
yearly list compiled by
experts from the United
States and Europe said, “Chi-
na maintained its No 1 rank-
ing on the 47th edition of the
TOP500 listof theworld’s top
supercomputers, but with a
new system built entirely
using processors designed
and made in China.”

Tianhe-2, an Intel-based
supercomputer, had claimed
the top spot on the past six
TOP 500 lists.

It is also the first timesince
the list was initially drawn
up in 1993 that the US is no
longer home to the largest
number of supercomputer
systems.

“With a surge in industrial

and research installations
registered over the past few
years, China leads with 167
systems and the US is second
with 165,” the statement
said.

China also leads the per-
formance category, it said.

Jack Dongarra, a professor
of computer science at the
University of Tennessee and
editor of the list, told Xinhua
News Agency: “It’s a trend
with China. They had no sys-
tems in 2001, and today they
surpass the United States. No
other nation has seen such
rapid growth.”

Dongarra said supercom-
puters are more important
than ever, as they provide the
capability to match a broad
range of industries, including
energy, pharmaceuticals, air-
craft, automobile and enter-
tainment.

“More powerful computing
capability will allow these
diverse industries to engineer
superior new products more
quickly, which could improve
a nation’s competitiveness,”
he said.

Torrential rain across nine
provinces and Chongqing
municipality in central and
southern areas of China has left
more than 20 people dead and
forced tens of thousands from
theirhomes.

Fifteen people have been
reported missing since the
heavy downpours started on
Saturday, the State Flood Con-
trol and Drought Relief Head-
quarters saidonMonday.

It said nearly 268,000 people
have been relocated and
324,000 hectares of crops have
been damaged, leading to direct
economic losses of 6 billion
yuan($912million).

In Chongqing, five people
died, 1,197 were forced to leave
their homes and 66 houses had
been destroyed since Saturday,
the city’s flood control and
drought reliefoffice said.

In neighboring Sichuan prov-
ince,fourpeoplediedonSunday
afterheavyrainfallandlandslid-
es caused their homes to col-
lapse, according to the
provincial flood and drought
disaster relief authority.

Three people died in Anhui
province, 26,000 were relocated
and nearly 1,100 homes were
destroyed, the provincial civil
affairsdepartment said.

In the southwestern province
of Guizhou, nine people died

last week in disasters caused by
heavyrain.

Rescuers are working to free
eight workers from a coal mine
shaft, which was flooded after
torrential rain fell on Sunday,
the provincial civil affairs
department said.

Flooding and hail killed two
people and displaced 13,000 in
the northwestern Xinjiang
Uygur autonomous region after
the area was affected by bad
weather from Thursday to Sun-
day. One person is still missing,
the Ministry of Civil Affairs said
onMonday.

The National Meteorological
Center issued a yellow alert on
Monday for heavy rainfall in
southern areas. From 2 pm on
Monday, storms were expected
across a vast area along the
Yangtze River, including Anhui,
JiangsuandHunanprovinces.

Diplomats from countries
involved in the stalled Six-Par-
ty Talks on the Korean nuclear
issue are expected to convene
at a gathering in Beijing this
week.

Beijing hosted two interna-
tional seminars on the talks in
2013 and last year, but not all
the six countries sent key offi-
cials to attend.

al Studies, said that with the
Six-Party Talks stalled, “there
is no other multilateral mech-
anism to replace the talks in
NortheastAsia”, andsomepar-
ties involved are looking to
tweak policies.

Liu Jiangyong, deputy dean
of the Institute of Modern
International Relations at
Tsinghua University, said the
stalled talks have reduced the
chances of detente and given
rise to military means to
resolve the issue.
