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The first art museum that focuses on

on Sept 1,2008, in OCT. It is adjacent to
He Xiangning Art Museum, Shenzhen
OCT Intercontinental Hotel, as well as

three cultural tourism scenic spots —
Splendid China, the China Folk Culture

Village and Window of the World.

It covers many design fields, such as
graphic design, spatial design, product
design, costume design, digital images
and animation. It also will pay attention
to contemporary art and multimedia
activity, and actively explore and reflect
the relationship between design and
contemporary art. It covers 3,000 square
meters, including a temperature-con-
trolled area of 2,000 square meters and a
temperature-controlled art gallery.

Dongmen Commercial
Pedestrian Street
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Also known as Dongmen Old Street,
this area was established during the
reign of Kangxi in the Qing Dynasty.
Over the past 100 years, it has become
the largest and busiest business district
in Shenzhen. More than 4,000 stores
of all sizes are crammed into Dong-

men Commercial Pedestrian Street,
including department stores, teahouses,
Internet cafes, nightclubs, antique shops
and art shops. The street’s buildings are
awondrous blend of modernity and
times past. After dusk, colorful neon
lights set the street aglow as bustling
tourists and locals scour the shops

for the best bargains. Maoye Depart-
ment Store Dongmen Shop, Tianhong
Department Store Dongmen Shop,
Friendship City, Sun Square and Baima
Garments City are also on this street.

Overseas Chinese Town
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Opverseas Chinese Town is a scenic spot
in Nanshan district. Its near Huaqgiao-
cheng Station on the Shenzhen Metro.
It integrates traditional Chinese folk
culture with world cultural essences.
Theme parks include Splendid China,
Chinese Folk Culture Village, Window
of the World and Happy Valley. There
are also many specialty food streets, a
sound-system supermarket, a fitness
center, a bar street,a Western fast food
restaurant, a bookstore, a teahouse, a
drugstore, a children’s amusement park.
